
Terrible Conflict with
Murderer.

Cleveland papers contain accounts of 
a terrible conflict with an escaped mur­
derer, last Saturday night, at Monroeville 
Ohio. It appears that some weeks ago. 
a man named Bolton, alias Black, effect­
ed bis escpae from the Michigan peniten­
tary, at which institution ho was serving 
out a life sentence for murder. A re­
ward of $3,000 was offered for his cap­
ture, and hand-bills containing a descrip­
tion of the man, were extensively circu­
lated. On Saturday it was ascertained 
that he was at the house of a sister, near 
Monroeville, when two constables of 
that place, nt^med Green and Brevier, 
attempted to arrest him. Armed with 
revolvers, they took positions at the front 
and at the rear doors of the house where­
in the murderer was secreted add knock­
ed and demanded admission. Bolton, 
well armed, confronted and ordered them 
away. Afterparleying a few minutes,dur­
ing which time the officers made known 
their intention by ordering him to sur. 
render, he fired upon them twice, killing 
Mr. Brevier, one of the constables who 
lived at Monroeville outright, and 
wounding constable Green seriously, 
though not dangerously, in the head. 
Boulton then secured Mr. Brevier’s re­
volver, and escaped into the woods1. The 
whole neighbourhood was immediately 
alarmed by the terrible result of the at­
tempt to effect a capture, and early in the 
morning another party started in pur­
suit of the fugitive During the after­
noon, they came upon in a wood, where 
occurred the final tight near Hunt's Corn­
ers. He maintained the ferocity of a 
tiger, as he stood at bay in the lonely I 
wood, a convicted murderer and escaped 
convict, surrounded by well armed offic­
ers of justice whom he threatened with 
instant death if they approached within 
range of his revolver. Another parley 
with the murderer ensued, but he could 
not be persuaded to surrender, under any 
circumstances, and the officers were 
finally obliged to either kill or wound 
him to prevent an escape. They fired 
upon him. The shot took effect in the 
shoulder, whereupon Bolton agreed to 
give up all resistance,and queitly submit­
ted to the capture, and is now in jail at 
Norwalk, Ohio.
