The China Commereial
Steamship Company, which was organized
last spring, was a keen rival in the Sam
Francisco service, and depreciation of
freight rates consequent on the competl-
tion, affected the voyages to other Paclfie
ports. There were many geceders from the
shippers’ agreement and the company could
not adhere to the recognized schedule of
charges. Thus In spite of the fact that the
volume of freight carried by the N. Y. K.

DISCOVERY IS FOUND.

Wreck of the Lost Steamer Sald to Be
Located.

According to advices from Juneau, the
wreck of the lost Nome steamer Discovery
is bellieved to have been found. An Indiam
from Cross Sound, not far from there, has
arrived at Jumeau and reports seeing the
wreck of a vessel, which is without doubt
that of the Discovery. The Indian de-
scribes the hull of the vessel as black and
the cabin ‘white. He says the smokestack
and spars_are gone, and that the bows are
.broken in. The United States revenue cuf-
tér Rush has gone in search of the wreck,
with the Indian aboard.

s The ' steamer = Discovery was a small
steamer of about 200 tons. ‘She was built
at Port Townsend in 1894, She salled from
Yakutat for Puget Sound early in October,
with about thirty persons. J. Bent, a pas-
senger on the Excelsior, arriving on the
Sound November 26th, brought news that
Iife preservers bearing the name “Discov-
ery’” were strewn. along the beach near the
mouth of Seal river, below Yakutat. Bent
also found portions of the hull of a boat.
The theory advanced at that time was that
the vessel had been wrecked within a few
hours after leaving Yakutat. =

" Cross Sound Is the farthest point north:
where the vessels, bound from Nome or
Valdez, can find a safe channel leading to
the Inside passage. Sometimes they go
'thmugh Icy straits or through passages.
[north or south of Sitka. However, the-
§Cross Sound passage is usually taken and.
it is now believed without a doubt that the.
Discovery was wrecked in that body of
water.  Near the entrance to Cross Sound
there are upmarked reefs, and marine men
say there are no alds to mavigation. It is
belleved that the Discovery was heading
for Juneau and attempted to make tha
passage during bad weather.

COTTAGE CITY SAILS.

Alaska Liner Resumes Her Service to the
North.

Steamer ‘Cottage City, Capt. D. Wallace,
resumed her service to Alagkan ports yes-
terday, when she sailed for Skagway. The
steamer called at the Ocean docks yester-
day, and after spending a couple of hours
there, salled for the North. Among her
bassengers were John Shoenbar, a noted
Boston mining ‘expert, bound for Prince of
Wales Island; John E. Lashbrook, deputy
United States marshal at Skagway; W. H.
Archibald, a Ketchikan business man; M.’
G. Rogers, a Juneau”merchant, and several
bound for the Klondike. As freight, the
Cottage City takes large consignments of
Christmas goods for various towns frome
‘Wrangel to Skagway.

The officers and crew of the Cottage
City will pass their Christmas in Alaska,
possibly at Juneau or Ketchikan.
