THE CANADIAN BELECTIONS.
(From the New York Tribune, May $6.)

The general elections in the Dominion of
Canada have been ordered with precipitate
haste. The general result will be watched
with keen interest from this side of the
border, not merely because it will be likely
toprove a well-fought centest, but because
the main pivot on which electoral contro-

versy will turn in tariff legislation.
The last general election occurred during
a period of national depression, wien the
logic of ' treasury deficits and bad trade
involved a revision f popular judgment
in regard to nic  policy. The
conservatives with Sir John A. Mac-
donald at their Lead entered upon office
under direct pledges to their constituencies

to snbstitute a moderately high tariff for
fre¢ trade, and to promote in general - all
schemes of national development. These
pledges hayve been kept. The tariff
schedules were introduced during the first
session, and the government has shown
remarkable vigor and persistence in up-
holding its policy, in fostering railway and
commercial projects, and in giving a new
direction to industrial impulses. On the
results of this policy of national develop-
ment the constituencies will now be called
upon to render . judgment. If they re-elect
a conservative parliament, they will express
their willingness to sustain _a policy which
has organized the industries and added
enormously to to the wealth of the United
States. If they do this it will be a con-
spicuous triumph for American economic
theories. 5

Yet we are forced to admit that protec-
tion is tested in the, Dominion under-great
disadvantages, The provinces which make
up the Dominion are most unfortunately
placed. They are not closely united so as
to form a homogeneous industrial state,
but _as  has been fancifully said by one of
their own statesmen, are linked together,
end to' end, like the sections of a fishing
rod. The coal which is protected in Nova
Scotia is carried by a long and circuitous
line of railway before it can be delivered to
the centre of population in Ontario; and the
people of the maritime provinces have simi-
lar tolls to pay before they can use the
breadstufls which are protected in Upper
Canade. Manufacturers which are pro-
moting one of the highest aims of civiliza-
tion—the diversification of human labor—
have to be transported over long lines of
communication before they can be distribut.
ed. With its centres of population so
widely scattered, the Dominion isa country
where the policy of protection is subjected
tothe most critical tests. K, therefore,
the constituencies pronounce in its favor,
the result will be very significant.

We perceive, however, that the leader of
the opposition is not disposed to challenge
outright the economic policy of the
government. In addressing \ his con-
stitnents on Friday night{ he re-
marked that while he considlered a pro-
tective tariff unwise and based on fallacies,
he would not propose to interfere violently
with the existing system, which met the
wishes of the people as expressed in 1878,
He was boumfeto respect that judgment,
and must leave the system to disclose its
own inherent weakness,” It was evidently
his purpose to shift the grounds of electoral
coatroversy and to arraign the government

sharp practice in passing a gerrymander-
ing  bill and in setting aside the
Ontario boundary award, and for encroach-
ing upon the rights of the provinces—
rights that are nowhere more jealously
guarded than in the Dominion. ~ If side
issues are made prominent in the canvass,
the opposition must be convinced that the
constituencies, are tolerably well pleased
with the results of protection. {Certainly
the government has at its command an
elastic surplus of revenue, and this is not
the only encouraging sign. The provinces
really seem to have made substantial gains
in prosperity since the last general elec-
tion.

Mr. Bunting and the Irish.

in others he speaks of: assassination,”
“shooting -behind fences,” ‘“‘houghing of
cattle,” “‘cowardice,” ‘‘ignorance,” ‘‘insti-
gators of lawlessness,” and uses every
epithet against the men of the land league
indicat ve of passion and prejudice, There
is not one word of sympathy for the poor
wretches driven out on the roadside, and
there is not that manliness of spirit or in-
dependence of criticism that should charac-
terize the true journalist. It is these things
that convince us that even in Canadian
politics Mr. Bunting cannot possess that
broadness of spirit that is requisite in a leg-

A Letter Mm the Chairman of the Health'{The Brewers and ml Pl P

Committee.

To Tue WoRLD : Owing to the preva-
lence of diphtheria and other contagious
diseases in-the city,.it-is.highly important
that physicians and other citizens should
be | aware , of the ,penalties attached to a
non-coinpliance with the law in such cascs.
The, 18th and 19th’ séctions of the public
health nct of 1882 make it imperative
upon householders and physicians to advise
the local board’ of’ héalth when auy case
of diphtheria,, scarlet fever, smallpox, or
apy other contagious.disease has manifested
itaglf, und section 20 of the same act pro-
vides a penalty of $20 for neglect of the
same, . Further provision is made for pla-
carding houses in which any contagious
disease exists, and unless the public observe
the, foregoing sections, the board have no
other alternative than to take the most
extreme preventive measures. In a few
days every pliysician in the city will  be
supplied with full information on the sub-
ject and. post cards for use in advising the
commissioner of infectious cases. . As the
world has long ago decided that prevention
is 'better than cure, I conclude With an
importaat paragraph taken from the pam-
phlet of imstructions just issued by the
chairman of the provincial board of health :

‘* Avoid exposure to special contagion of
the disease/ more danger for.¢hild than
adults; domot, therefore, let a child go vear
a case. Do not permit apy person;or thing,
dog, cat or other animal, plaything letters,
etc,, to come direct from & case of these

fec undér ‘ dompeétent” supervidion. -« If

for acts of railway jobbery, for political

diu%;fs to a child, unless previously disin-
t

you do visit a: case, ' bathe 'yourself aund
change and disinfect your clothing before
you go where there 1s a child.  See that
your residence, premises, are kept
cleanand dry ; that the ' sewer ¢dnnections
are well trapped and drains’ well ventilat-
ed. Never allow passages from persons
sick with the disease to be placed in water
closets or privies, but attend to as in sec-
tion 8. Give special attention to paurity
of milk supply. Do not allow a child to
ride in any vehicle where there is. suspicion
of infected persons huviuf traveled. Avoid
exposure to wind and cold, dry air. Do
not wearor handle clothing worn by a
rson during sickness or convalescence
vom those diseases. Beware of any person
who hasa sore throat or running at nose
Do not kiss or take the breath of such a
person. ' Do not drink from tie same cup
or put pen in your mouth.” I am, etc.,

RACE,

To Tue WorLp: To the abuse of myself
personally, in which ‘‘Sacerdos Anglicanus”
indulges, I make no reply. He may call me
an ‘‘agnostic,” and assert that I have
thrown off my..faith with my rloth, it be-
ing a familiar practice with the high church
imitation of ‘jesuitism to misrepresent faith
and insinuate what they dare not' maintain
face to face. By ' what right does *‘Sacer-
dos Anglicanus” ‘eall me an “‘agnostic”?
By what right does he state that I hive
thrown off my faith ? Both statements
are simply falsehoods, “‘made out of whole
cloth,” and worthy of an ecclesiastical fac-
tion which will indulge in any meanness
to throw anonymous mud.

The question about the colored race is
not of sufficient practical importance to
make it worth my while taking up your
time in further discussing what I have
said. But I refer vyour readers to the
most recent . scientific anthority for the
fact that the negro race différs in a mark.
ed degree from the white man in all th.
particulars to which 1 alluded. I refer
them to Jopinaud’s Anthropology, publish-
ed in the Library of Contemporary Science,
P. 270, where it is stated that the weight
of the average negro brain, as compared
with that of the average European brain,
isas 9to2]l. T also refer to a work of
standard authority, Tyler’s Anthropology
[1881], p. 62, “‘The Australian and Africay
are prognathous,or forward-jawed, while
the European is orthognathous, or upright-
Jawed. At the'same time the ™ Australian and
African have more retreating foreheads than
the European, to the disadvantage of the
frontal lobes of their brain as compared
with ours. Thius the upper and lower part
of the protile combine to give them a some-
what ape-like slope of facial angle.”
In conclusion I beg to remind you readers
that the obiect of my letter was not to de-
fend negro slavery, nor to deny to the
negro resident in Canada any industrial or
political privilege to which his position as a
ratepayer may entitle him, but simply to
show that the position taken by the letter
carriers of Toronto of dislike to a negro
associate being forced .on them, has a
physiological basis.  Our view of this ques-
tion will be to a great extent determined
by our attitude to the doctrine of evolution.
If we believe the negro to be a descendan:
of a common ancestor with ourselves, a
branch of the race of perfect an fully-de-
veloped man whom in ‘biblical langnage we
call ““Adam,” our attitude to this question
will be very different from that of those
who, with most educated mwen, regard the

inferior races as survivals of an essentially

lower type.
On one point .your correspondent
‘“ Sacerdos Anglicanus” hasjjustly corrected
me. I had spokett of the negro race as
supplying us with useful “‘servants, hotel.
waiters, cooks, and professors- ef whi‘e-
washing.” Your correspondent reminds me
of a negro Dr. Crowther,a bishop of the
Anglican church, laboring in the west coast
of Africa. I am quite willing to admit that
in addition to the professions indicated
above, the negro intellect is quite equal to
discharge the duties of a colonial bishop.
