Madrid, Sept 14.—Official information 
has been received from the scene of the tel* 
rible floods now devastating the Province of 
Toledo. According to the news received 
2000 people have already perished, and 
immense amount of damage has been don# 
by the swollen waters. At present it is ut­
terly impossible to render assistance to the 
survivors, as all roads and railway communi- • 
cation with the scene of the disaster have 
been cut off.

Official telegrams report that 1500 person» 
perished in the destruction of Gonguegr^by 
the overflow of the Amarguillo. Hundreds 
of others were injured by falling building* 
and enormous numbers of cattle perished.
At other places many persons were drowned 
and much property was destroyed.

Grows Mere Appalling Hourly.
The Cabinet has decided to f-*ke measures 

for the relief of the destitute.
News comes in slowly from the flooded 

districts, each succeeding telegram adding 
to the public sadness.

The strongest efforts are being made to re­
pair railways and telegraph lines, but the 
work must occupy some time while the gale 
continues.

Fresh floods are reported in Alméria, 
Valencia and Bodago.

Four hundred hcnses have fbeen destroyed 
in Almeria and many families made home­
less. Five hundred houses are in ruins at 
Consuegra and the occupants are buried 
under the debris. Two hundred bodies have 
already been recovered. Many persons are 
dying of hunger.

The Queen has sent the superintendent of 
the palace to Consuegra to distribute money, 
clotbes and provisions among the sufferers.
The Queen gave $10^00 t<m start a relief 
fund. A national relief fund will be opened.

Troops will assist in clearing away the 
ruins and burying the dead.

^ktenae Excitement Created In England 
W and France by the Occupation of Mity- 

lene by British Troops—A Most Im­
portant Strategic Point Secured—Grow­
ing Gravity of the Dardanelles Question

Constantinople, Sept. 14.—^A detach­
ment of blue jackets and marines from a 
British ironclad, accompanied by a battery 
of light field pieces and several Gatling gnus, 
was landed yesterday morning at Sigri, on 
the Island of Mitylene,. formally ^occupying 
that place in the name of tUp Queen of Eng­
land. There is a good harbor at Sigri, and 
it is supposed the British naval ^officers at 
Mitylene intend to fortify the island and 
make it a coaling station'and rendezvous for 
the British Mediterranean fleet. Sigri is on 
the east coast of Mitylene and about 60 miles 
from the mouth of the Dardanelles.

London, Sept. 14.—As soon as the report 
of the occupation of Mitylene by a British 
force was received here there was consider­
able excitement. The St. James Gazette 
says the startling news obviously possesses 
political significance of the first importance. 
The same paper adds that Mitylene has a 
position ot considerable strategic importance 
although possessing little in the way of for­
tification.

The Sick Man AUeged to be Acting Con­
jointly With England.

London, Sept 14.—An intimation of the 
intention of the British Government to 
occupy an island giving a point of vantage 

the Dardanelles was first heard of in thfl* 
inner diplomatic circles of Vienna and 
Berlin soon after Sir William White’s 
audience with the Sultan on Friday 
last. Nothing about it, however, appeared 
in European newspapers till the Constau- 
tiuoole cables startled the bourses and the 
puolic to-day.

The reports Were at first treated 
dible. In the absence of a Foreign Office 
confirmation of the reports and until the 
details of the action of the British warships 

known the full significance of tne 
movement cannot be revealed. It can 
be stated on high authority, hpwever, that 
Sir William White asked the Sultau to 
assent to the British occupation of some 
point within striking distance of the Straits 
and offering a good Harborage for the fleet 
Tenedos and Besika Bay, where the fleet 
rendevoused from 1876 to 1878, have been 
surveyed recently and were reported 
to the admit ally adversely. The offer 
jnade to the Sultau revived the request 
which the British Government mode 
in 1877, prior to the acquisition of Cyprus 
to purchase an island near the Dardanelles. 
This project was long the subject of negoti­
ations and was abandoned on the signing of 
the Anglo-Turkish convention in June, 1878. 
The seizing of Sigri, therefore cannot 
have occurred without the connivance 
of the Sultan. An official announcement 
issued in Constantinople yesterday stated 
that a complete entente has been arranged 
between Sir William White and the Sultan, 
but the terms of the restored harmony were 
not mentioned. The intimation that the 
seizure of the island would be followed by ite 
fortification is modified by a Berlin report to­
night that Lord Salisbury does not contem­
plate a permanent occupation of the island, 
but has designed the movement rather as a de­
monstration to checkmate the Franco-Rus-
