The drum-major’s stick of the First 
Guard Regiment in Berlin has a curious 
history. During the reign of Frederick II. 
it was the custom of Prussian officers to 
carry a stick as a sign of their dignity, and 
this stick was used not only as a com­
mander’s staff, but was employed in keep­
ing up military discipline. At that time a 
certain Frederick Wilhelm Rohdich served 
as captain in the King’s Life Guard. This 
officer had obtained great successes in the 
battle of Prague, and received in recom­
pense various orders and honorable posts, 
and also a patent of nobility. After
his death in 1796 the stick
be had used was preserved as 
a relic by his relations, till in 1840 one of 
his grandnephews, a. Major Bredow, gave 
the stick to the First Guard Regiment, 
with the wish that it should be used for the 
drum-majors. The stick, which was a 
simple bamboo, was provided with a silver 
button, upon which were engraved the 
Rohdich arms, the Cross of the Order of 
Merit, and the following words: 
memory of General Von Rohdich, from 1779 
to 1796 head of the regiment founded by 
the Kurfurst Frederick, and reformed by 
Frederick II. as the Guard-Grenadier bat­
talion, which, dissolved in 1806, still exists 
in the First Guard Regiment.”
