Before the council accedes to any more
demands from trades unionism it cught to
pause and review the consequences of what
iv has already done. The World has taken
the ground all along that no inequality
should be permitted to exist in any branch
or sub-division of the Government. In-
equality is objectionable, whether from a
religious or from a mercenary point of view,
The bylaw fixing the pay of laborers on
city work at 15 cents an hour is an arti-
ficial means of forcing wages above the
level that prevails in the commercial world.
A bylaw like this does not affect
the profits of the contractor, because
he simply adds to his tender the extra
amount that the bylaw compels him to
charge for any given work. It 1s the tax-
payers who have to pay the extra cost oc-
casioned by the bylaw, The question
naturally arises, why should the people col-
lectively pay more for their work than they
pay when such work is done for themselves
individually ? The svstem cannot be de-
fended either on commercial or morsl
grounds.

The bylaw as to union wages being paid
in all eivic contracts has already demon-
strated itself as farcical. The street paviors
one day discussed this admirable evoiution
of the labor genius and they found it rested
pretty much with themselves to say what
wages they should demand for their work.
To come within the bylaw they formed
themselves into s union, and then as a
union they made a scale of wages 50 or 75
per cent. higher than prevailing rates. This
bylaw, too, does not affect the contractor
as much as the ratepayer. It is the citizen
whose taxes last year were 173 mills that
hag to pay the piper.

The World is antagonistic in no way to
trades unionism.

The Onttle Trade.

Mr. Mulock, while making complaint of
the ocean steamship owners, can also defend
the farmers of this province, who breed
nearly all the bullocks sent to Great Britain
from Montreal, against the middlemen, who
are even more rapacious than the vessel-
men. The drovers who act for the ex-
porters tell the farmers that, owing to the
nglish Government having scheduled Cana-
dian ‘cattle, or in other words because the
cattle have to be killed at the port of ar-
rival, they can only give so-and-so, and
they greatly exaggerato the loss to the
shipper. No doubt if the cattle were al-
lowed to go inland there would be some
slight difference in favor of the Canadian
exporter, but it is not the question of what
the middlemen make it out to be in their
effort to grind down ‘‘the poor farmer.”
The World has been told by those con-
cerned 1n the trade that the middlemen
prefer things as they are. They make more
money, they admit, by pleading the
schedule as an excuse for low prices than

they lose by it at the English end ot the

journey. Mr. Mulock had better 1nvesti-
gate this evil while he is about it.

That idea is a
mere figure of speech, we must not be Jed
astray by s mere rhetorical phrase. Can-
ada sscrifices o self-respect through her
connection with Great Britain, We have
as true an individual existence as Great
Britain herself, but at,the same time both
countries are bound by reciprocal obliga-
tions. If the future has any fundamental
constitutional change in store for us it will
be of such' a kind as will bring us into &
closer relationship with the Mother
Country. The connecting link which now
takes the shape of a Governor-Gepersl may
in time be replaced by an Imperial diet in
which Canada will have representation ac-
cording to its influence in the great Imperial
aggregation. It is time the dust raisers
were silenced.

There is something peculiarly grating on
Grit sensibilities in any avoidable referénce
to royalty.

PRIVATE BILLS COMMITTEE AND
THE CANAL SCHEME,

Mr. Gibson Has Doubts Whether the
Legislature Can Pass Sueh'n Bill As
the One Proposed—Is It n Plan of Ad-
ventarers to Get a Oharter to See
Whether Something Can De Done
with Itf

The bill to  incorporate the Toronto
Aqueduct Co, came up before the Private
Bills Committee yesterday morning. Messrs,
Rysn, Hughes Ballantyne, E. A, Macdonald
and other promoters were present, and
Mayor Kennedy, Ald, Shaw, ex-Ald. Leslie,
AIJY. Lamb, Hewitt and Atkinson and So-
licitor Caswell represented the city.

Hon. Mr, Gibson began the proceedings
by remarking: 1 have very serious doubts
as to whether this Legislature ought
to entertain a hill to construct
a canal between  Georgisn Bay
and Lake Ontario. 1t seems to me
that this is a matter for the Domin-
jon Parliament to treat.

Mr. E. F. Clarke: I donot think there
is any serious intention to build sucha
cnnsl

Hon, Mr. Gibson: Sec. 24 reads like it
anyway. .

glr. {ialhntyne: That seems to be the
only section in the way, and we are willing
to abandon it. The clauses of the bill are
largely taken from the Ship Railway Act.
Mr. Davis: The interests of York County
ought to be represented here. .
on, Mr. Gibson: Has the City of To-
ronto sny definite position to take with
reference to this bill?

Mr, Caswell : The Executive Commit-
tee will state their views after the promoters
are heard.

. One of the Promoter’'s Views,

Mf J. A. Proctor said that in an act
assed in 1874 this Legislature recognized
its right to deal with such matters and aid
the Lake Ontario and Georgian Bay Canal,

iving greater powers than were now asked
gor. Power to obtain bonuses was then
granted.. In 1856 it was, and after Con-
federatign this Legislature admitted that
this wag s great undertaking in which the
whole Dominion was deeply interested.

Hon. Mr. Gibson: Sections of the bill
desl with the carrying trade and breaking
bulk, snd that certainly sounds like trade
and commerce in the broadest sense of the
term.

Mr. Proctor: I cannot understand the ob-
jection to a canal to serve the same purpose
as a railway.

Hon, Mr. Gibson: Is this a ship canal or
an aqueduet?

Mr. Proctor: It is both, The Legislature
ought not to stand in the way. Every great
public undertaking is opposed. We only
ask for power to make fair and reasonable
arrangements with maunicipalities. The
county of York and all the municipalities
along the route are anxious to see this bill
passed,

Mr, Clarke: The city should be protected
against all danger of having the streets torn
up, poles erected and wires strung without
its consent.

Mr. Proctor: We will
Hon. Mr, Gibson: Mr.
favor of the bill?

Only Held Up to Dazzle the People,
Mr. Clarke: I have not the slightest ob-
jection to the canal, but I desire that this
company shall not be in a position to com-
pel the city to make a contract with them,
or to tear up the streets without the coun-
cil’s consent, Powers with regard to light,
heating, ~ete., should be very care ully
guarded. But I seo no obligation to build
a cansl. - This canal scheme has only been
held up to dazzle the people. I thiok that
an aqueduct for power purposes is all they
are after, and to generate electricity for
light, heating, etc. And to this I have
not the slightest objection, if the
citizens ot Toronto are properly protected.
The rights given some years ago to the city
in conpection with the waterworks ought
not to be endangered,

Mr. Proctor: On behalf of the pro-
moters 1 may ssy we do not care whether
arrasgements with the company are sub-
mitted to the people or merely to the City
Council.

Mr, Clarke: If these gentlemen can
demonstrate that by the expenditure of

5,000,000 or $10,000,000 they can supply
light, heat and.power at one fourth of the
cost now paid, the Legislature and the
city should not hesitate to grant them at
least powers equal to those possessed by
present companies. :

Is 1t Bona-Fide? =

Gibson: Ope of the main
things to be satisfied about is
whether this 1s a bona-fide scheme
or » plan of adventurers to get &
charter to see whether something can be
done with 1t. There are good namee on
the bill, ot course, but all the same Ido not
feel very seriously impressed with anything
like an intention on the part of the pro-
moters to do aught except see what can be
done with the project, though perhaps that
is the way most charters are used. Still
I do not want the Legislature to be made &
fool of . and pass an act simply because it is
asked to do so.

Mr. Clarke: I

The Bill Too Indefinite,

Mr. Caswell: If avidence of a genuine in-
tention to build a canal is produced before
the committee the city of Toronto would
help instead of opposing. But throughout
the bill speaks ot a canal or a power aque-
duct, or either of them. It is very indefi-
nite snd does not even provide for a canal
from Georgian Bay to Lake Ontario being
constructed. But the company can stop at
any intermediate point, They can go 10 or
20 miles from the city, construct a. power
aqueduct, do nothing more; and yet keep
the charter in existence,

Mr. Proctor: I'he company will then
torfeit its charter,

Mr, Caswell: I do not think the pro-
vision is strong enough. The:old Ontario
ship canal 1n 1856 laid out a Jine and
prepared &  map. Everyone could
see where it would go. If a
line was located and power to take
water from 2000 yards on either side of the
canal, that would be all right, We have
power to take its water supply from the
territory within 30 miles north of the city.
But we canoot pre-empt all the territory
porth of us within that distance, and we do
not think that these people can do so.

Mr, Gibsou: We ought to have a plan.

Mr. Ryan: We will agree to that.

Ald. Shaw: But E. A, Macdonald shakes
his head. The company should be able to
do nothing in the city without our con-
sent.

Mr. Stephenson, as a representative of
York County, supported the bill and . ob-
