‘GET THE LINEMEN OUT PROMPTLY.

One of the most [important matters
in & large pity when & grqat conflagra-
tiogy occurs, such, for. instance, as visited
us yesterday morning, concerns the elec-
tric wires pvhich grid-iron the business
streets. These wires are broken by fall-

like. Croks durrents fare thereby creat-
ed and fires may be started in bwld-
ings through the agency of telephone,
telegraph wires, plectric wires,
wires, street rajlway wires and the like.
The firemen wand others are also liable
tof shock, ppd ‘it may be, the loss of
life.

There ought to be al bylaw compel-
ling all these companies that on notifi-
cation Trom the fire brigade they
each immedintely turm out .a proper
number of linemen to look after the re-
spective wires of each company. In the
fire of yesterday the Street Railway
people were prompt in this matter, but
the linemen of some of the other com-
panies were not out till 7 o’clock.” It
is true, the Chief of Police very properly
interfered with sofme of the linemen when
they .were at work until daylight came ;
but, there is uo, reason why a great deal
lof danger might not be avoided if line-
men were immediately put eut when-
ever a big fire occurs. All these com-
panies omght to be compelled to keep
a eertain number of men or duty at
their headquarters, and provide suit-
able wsleeping accommodation for them,
As n matter of fact, messengers were
running from West Toronto Junetion to
the Don looking for linemen, in order to
get“them at work. This is too serious
a matter to be neglected hereafter, and
we trust that the City Council will pass
come kind of a bylaw regulating the
subjec*.

The Subway Bridge Ablaze.

The Structure Supposed to Be Fireproof.

It
was constructed in a special manner, and
though. of wood was ‘deemed to be fire-
proof, It was erected by the inventor as
a model. The fire is suppoed to have
originated under the: closets in the north-
west part of the building. As the building
‘was situated at an angle caused by the
Intersection of the G. T. R. and the C.P.
R., and had consequently oné side facing
each track, it is quite possible that the
fire may have been caused by aparks from
a passing engine falling upon some of the
highly inflammable oils used by the firm,
and of which there was a large quantity
stored in.the place. .
