An Honorary Degree Conferred Upon the
Rishop of Alaska.

A special meetin gof convocation was
held in Convocation Hall, Trinity Uni-
versity, yesterday afternoon at 4
o'clock, for the purpose of confirming
the degree jure dignitatis’' of D.D. upomn
the Right Rev. P. 8. Rowe, a gradu-
ate of the University (1878), who® has
just been consecrated by the Episcopal
Church of the United States as the
first Bishop of Alaska. Dr. Rowe is
the first of Trinity’s graduates who
has risen to Episcopal honors, though
yet a_young man, being just 39 years
of age, for the last 14 years he
encountered in his missionary work in
the Northwest hardships and privation
such as very few old hunters have
gone through. The New York Times
in a long article, giving a sketch of
his life, says of him :

« Mr. Rowe was young, and was
possessed of very great strength, but
ne shows to-day the eflects of the pri-
vations he underwent and all the
hardships he willingly accepted so that
he might do what good was in his
power to the inhabitants of those
northern solitudes.
