Perhaps if municipal councils bought
advertising space for the publicity
they desire at regular rates, both the
council and the paper would be in a
better relationship. This is what is
done all over the United States, and
the practice is making headway in
some of the larger citie

s in Canada,
where, more and more, desired pub-
licity is coming to be recognized as
a “‘service” rendered.

GIANT RAILWAY STATIONS

There is more and more talk -°
one central terminus for all Londo
railways. But such a station would
be colossal beyond description.

New York possesses the greatest
terminus in the world. This is the
Grand Central, which is on two
levels. The express level -covers
forty-six acres, the surburban twen-
ty-four acres, a total of seventy
acres,

But even New York has two main
stations. The other, the Pennsyl-
vania, occupies twenty-eight acres,
and is the largest under one roof in
the world. It has”within it sixteen
miles of tracks.

To turn to London stations, Will-
esden, the biggest junction, has no
fewer than ninety miles of running
lines, twenty signal boxes, and sid-
ings for 5,000 wagons.

Victoria Station has two miles of
platforms and under the station roof
which covers an areg of 400,000
square feet, are nine miles of rails.
No fewer than thirty millions of
passengers use it yearly.

Waterloo has been immensely en-
larged in late years, and rivals Vie-
toria in size. It has over thirteen
miles of rails.

Paddington, opened so long ago as
1848, is the only metropolitan sta-
tion which has not required enlarg-
ment. It is an illustration of the
marvelous foresight of its great en-
gineer, Brunel. Its roof is 700 feet
long by 283 in breath, it covers ten
acres, and has nine platforms.

Euston has thirteen platforms,
while even London Bridge, which to
day is looked upon as a compara-
tively small terminus, cost £1,001,-

947 to build.
