Police
of Ontario and the States have been
instructed to arrest him, if located,
together with a woman, Mrs. Flor-
ence Goodchild, who police think is
with Johnson.”
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Peterborough Examiner:—To the
people of the Northland it must be
humiliating to watch the game of
shuttlecock that is being played by
the Government and the municipal-
ities. They are proud folk, most of
those brave souls who are trying to
re-establish their homes in the fire
areas. Only grim necessity would
force them to accept what they feel
is charity, and how galling it must be
for them to know that the older part
of the Province is trying to shirk its
plain duty.

The postal conference between
Canadain and United States postal
authorities, having for ifs object the
betterment of the postal service be-
tween the two countries, has been a
great success and as a.result a more
official interchange' between the two
countries is looked for. The Post-
master-General. Hon. Chas. Murphy,
announced during the conference
that Canada this year would have a
surplus of a million dollars from her
Post Office Department, as against a
deficit last year of $1,500,000.
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The prize of $100,000 offered by
Lord Atholstan, of Montreal, to the
graduate or student of any recog-
nized university who, - within five
yeals, is the first to discover a med-
ical treatment for the effective cure
of cancer, has led to 2,715 compet-
itors filing claims . already. Lord
Atholstan has offered another $100,-
000 for cancer research. The com-
petition is left to the decision of the
Royal College of Physicians and Sur-
geons, England, which has formu-
lated certain conditions which appli—
cants must comply with.
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The Presbyterian Advance tells of
a Presbyterian who protested against
paying any honor to Saint Patrick
on the ground that he was a Catholic.
His “narrowness” was ruthlessly
scored in the public print by one who
claimed him as “a Catholic Saint.”
And now comes another statement
that he was a pure Protestant. The
truth, ag the United Presbyterian
says is that the noble old Christian
lived and labored a thousand years
before the division of the Church in-
to Catholic and Protestant, and so
can be claimed by both sides as truly
as could Paul, Peter or Timothy.
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J. J. Morrison was re-elected by
acclamation to the office of secretary
of the United Farmers of Ontario by
the annual U.F.O. convention
Thursday morning. The assembled
delegates tendered Mr. Morrison a
great ovation when the news was an-
nounced. Secretary Morrison express-
ed his gratitude for the confidence
placed in him. He had, he declared,
tried to do his duty and, if one thing
more than another it was to make
the farmers take their problems and
to develop an active class conscious-
ness. He desired to see the organiza-
tion go on fearlessly as it had done
in the past.

County Councils throughout \On-
tario are protesting rather strenu-
ously' against rules 22, 23 and 24 of
the regulations recently promulgated
at Toronto with respect to goals and
goal officials. Hereafter goalers are
to be appointed nominally by the
Sheriffs, but actually by the Govern-
ment, while their salaries are to be
paid altogether by the counties in-
stead of by the Province and eoun-
ties jointly. Another annoying regu-
lation. requires the dismissal of the

goaler at the age of 70 without any
superannuation except the County

Council of the moment pleases to
grant.

A warning to Canadians to keep
away from wildcat schemes is con-
tained in a letter received from
Stuart Dobinson, formerly of London
but now of Houston, Texas. He says
he gets a number of letters from
Western Ontario friends regarding
oil stocks, and his advice is not to in-
vest a cent in them. “I heard a fake
oil salesman say that his friend was
cleaning up on those easy marks in
Canada,” writes Mr. Dobinson, ‘“and
that got me going right. My advice
to Canadians is to keep their money
home. Houston is a rich community
and they have all the money here
that is needed to invest in any real
proposition.” Mr. Dobinson enclosed
several newspaper clippings from the
Houston press, which state that the
sale of fake oil stocks in Texas has
been effectively stopped, thanks to
an effective campaign carried an by
the Associated Advertising Club of
Texas. The stock salesmen have now
turned their attention to the selling
of oil leases on land jthat hasn’t got
a paying well within miles according
to the newspapers, and readers are
advised to keep their money in the
bank, rather than invest it in leases.
