World.

Now comes word of another big deal
in the baunking world. The Chronicle
on Saturday announceh that applica-
tion was being made in the House of
Commons by John F. Stairs, Presi-
dent of the Nova Scotia Steel and
Coal Co., and others for the incorpo-
ration of the Alliance Bank of Can-
ada. lhis interesting announcement ls
said to foreshadow one of the most im-
portant transactions in the history of
Maritime banks. The Alliance Bank
will be capitalized at $5,000,000, and
on its directorate will be John F.
Stairs, of Halifax; Harvey Graham of
New Glasgow, one of the most prom-
intnt men in the Nova Scotia Steel
Co.; Geolivey Morrow of Halifax, and
R. E. Harris, K C., also of Halifax,

The promoters of this institution havd
kept their plans well obscured, but it
has transpired that negotiations are
afoot to amalgamate a number of the
smaller banks in the Maritime Prov:
inces. The Bank of New Brunswick
. u thy reople’s Bank of Halifax are
ek wated, wifling to take up the
amalgamation scheme, and the Mer
chant's Bank of P. 1. Island and the
People:s Bank of New Brunswick are
also included in the plan of the pro
moters.

According to the last government
statement of the chartered banks, the
Baunk of New Brunswick has a paid-up
capita, of 500,000 and a reserve of
$750,000; People’s of Halifax paid-up
capital of §500,000, and a reserve of
chants of P. Island paid-up capital
$300,000, reservie $205,000; People,s of
N. B. paid-up capital SI180,000, resorve
$165,000, which would give a total
paid-up capitai of $1,680,000 and &
total reserve of $1,420,000.

Just how far the megotiations have
proceeded is mot known, but the ap-
plication for the Alliance charter is
taken by keen observers of banking af-
fairs to indicate that considerable pro-

sss has been made. The close con-

ction of Mr. Stairs with the Union
Bank of Halifax, the new stock issue
of which was underwritten by thal
gentleman and his associates, has as-
sociated the name of that institution
with the deal, but the Chronicle is in-
formed that there is no likelihood of
the Union ke'ng included in the merg-
er-
