THE INDIANS AT TiHT GRAND RIVER

The following account of the Six Nauons,
drawn up by tue Rev JMr. Behune, was lately
{a1d before the Presbytery of Hannkion. Although
not wnitten for the press, nad, fomn the fact that
Mr, Buethune's intcicourse with these aborynnes
has been banted, hissphere ot ladour beinr amang
the white population, yet we are perenaded the
paper will be read with murh interest  When
Mr. Bethune shall have bcen more with the
much neglectzd prople, and perhaps acquired
therr language (2o the siady of wlich lic s now
applying humactl) we shiall be glad to lay b fore
our readers fanther parucubars concerning them :

‘Thote who hive n this neighbourhond are of the
* 8ix Natone” and huve hitely been joned by
the Miaissauen or Credit Indians, from the nagh-
bourhaod of Taronto  Therr dicinet extends from
Braniford to below Cavuny, on hoth sidss of the
Grand River; hut 1n conequauce of the sate of
the Jmban iand2, and ke 1emaval of the muattere
from ‘Tucenrora and wber town:upe, they are ree
movmg o theee npds vervast.

1 e, ahe early part of which, he had spent in the
{ pracuee of all the vices and excesses winch the
tental and tgnomnt savage, left to the uncontrolled
antluence of s own passions, can be conceived to
Cwedupge, He went to visit o tribe in the United
Stans errtory, tefated 10 the Delawares, and
touad wmong the Indivns there, sotme associntion
aguust the use of intoxicating hiquors, similar to
e temperance society.

Cunch of Englund , and the whites in his vivse

I other portion of the Delawares are mure
orjo ¢d to Chnsuanity than before, and endeavor

lane iage: and thus when I would converse with
thawe 1 mect, I get a shake of the head in answer
to c.ery guestion.  The above reinatk applies to
tire Cayugae, [ meet them cvery Sabbath with
v guns, in pursuit of game, and try 10 tell them
of the sn they are committing, but they do not
weleistand me.  Indeed many of their white
{ neighbours join them in their desecration of the
Losa'sday. I spoke toawhite man who has con-
sderable property, in lznd, among them, and
t whom 1 found with his gun, on the road, asl went
{ to our place of worship one Sabbath. 1 told him,
+ very muldly, of the in of his conduct, and 1ccened
m teturn oaths and tevilings, In the spring,
when the flocks of pigeons are nuinerone, I have
I found it dapacrous to ride along in the hush, from’
the «onnd of their guns stastling 1ny hore every
1 fowe paces.  Inthe end of May, as 1 went to
Cayuga, on a Sabbath morning, 1 found the e
mains of the drees of an Indian, who had been
severaly burnt by the exploding of & bag of pow-
der which he carried. He had been colling at
the houses nlong the rond that moming, about two
haure before, with fish in a basket, and hix gun on
hie shaulder, offering to scll the fish and this pow-
dar, which was slung to his cide in the lez of an
aid pir of trowsers for 3 bag. He had fired at
i same game as he went along, and the powder ex-
pinted, and literally stripped him naked, scorching
seveenly one side of his body aud face, and if he
wnrvived, it was believed that he would fose the
«aict of an cye.  He got an old shirt and coat
: from one of the neighbors, and ran off tniving the
war.cwhoop, a8 in defiance of the pain, but towards
+ cvening he was seen Iying with hisbody immersed
i in the erenk, in & very eahausted state.  Such is
‘ the condition of the Pagan Indians, and a great
part of the white population ate no better, nor can
t we expect much improvement, aslong as the lum.
+ beneg irade continues in this part of the bush, for
toce engaged in that business are, in general, mea
of the most depraved habits.
‘The {emales, or squaws, as they are called, are
’ mare attached 10 their heathen customs than the
men : and when George Anthony became a Chrise
tan, he found his wife quite averse 10 the change,
=0 much 80, that she wonld not live with him, but
wae away for some inonths, and then came back,
and now profcsses Christianity. A great obatrue-
tion 10 the cause of the Gorpel among them, con-
siets in their law of succesdion, or inheritance.
