Tae Liipzig Teio. consistin g of Messes, Porter, Klingenfeld and
Doering, well sustain21 their rep atation ; the first picee, from the
works of Neils Gude, was a particalarly god selection, calcalated
to leave the audience in that peaceful and contented framz of mind,
which is esseutial to the enjoyrment of a musical evening. One great
clement in thesuccess of this concert was the admixture of sacred
music, in which most of the parformers are adepts, especially Mr.
Currie, who does batter work in this depwtment than in any other,
though parhaps he is the bast all-round anteur w Hlifix,  We
do not got envuzh sacred masic here; many of the greatest com-
posers the world his produce.d have devoted thuir bst energies to
this class of mnaie, and the Orpheus Club wonld do well to par
more attention to it. There is no reason for confining it to Lent:
nothing appeals more dircetly to the sympathies of a general audi-
ence at any time of the year, and a chorus from one of the great Ora-
torios would have far greater effect than the drowsiest of Lullubyes.

The cvent of the evening was the appearance of Mrs. ¢ W
Harrison. We say advisedly the *¢appearauce,” for the men had
quite made up their minds for an encore even before Mrs. Harrison
commenced to sing. \We have not had the pleasure of hearing this
lady before, but heard enough on Tuesday night to be able o say
without reserve, that she is splendid. The ouly other singer here
with whom we can compare her is Miss Laine, and it is difficult to
say which we prefer, Murs. Harrison has a very charming style,
and a very sweet voice, capable of wonderful inflections, aud with
great range.  In her first song, L’incontro, she simply showed us
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what she could do, impressing rather than charming us.  The
Fairies, given as encore, showed more feeling.  The new /ing-

dom entirely captivated us,—a beaatiful soug, and pcl‘ll'cd:\:
rendered. Mrs. Harrison finished up with « 1 will extol thee
(Eli) as an encore, evoking wmore enthugiasm than we have ever
scen displayed at a Halifax concert. )
We do not know which to like best, Mrs. Harrison or Mis
Laine. We should like to have both, and it scems as though tlu:
futes have willed it that we shali have neither. And yet, who can tell?
