If you NwilI consider that dried fruit is fresh

fruit, with the water dried out o! it and anore
or. les., dirt gathered upon its surface, tiro
things will occur to you to do, to make it be.
coine something like fresh fruit. Firet wash it
thoroughly, using if nec.emary several changes
of irater, but bc suie and get the fruit clean.
Trhen put it to soak la dlean water; cnmpletely
col'eing tlie fruit, and an inch of depth above
it. Soak ce lesat tirelve hottre, and if the
fruit does flot; plump out very full, kcep it in
until it mill swell no more. Don't change the
irater in toaking and cook in the irater the
fruit iras soaked in. Bull gently for twenty
minutes, thez set on back of stove to simmer
until the fruit la dons and tender, using sugar
ini ýooki»g according to taste.-The Baker.
