Great Excitement in Paris—Troops

Paps, December 1..— President Grevy
ohanged his mind snd did nos resign tu-duy.
Ho anuounced his decision” to the miatsters
this forenoon and said he would not have any
communication to make to the chamber to-
day, bulieving that ‘pablic opinion wes now
in his favor, and that he could now form a
new cabinet. -As socn. us the Chamber of
Depatiss met Premier Rouvier announced the
President’s change of mind aud followed it
by # stetement that the Cabinst had again re-
signed, The announcement of the action of
the ministry was greeted with continued sp-

plause by members of the Left. M. Ricard,

president of the Left gronps, moved. tha: the

sitting be suspended. The members of the

Rightand the Extrsme Left murmured at
this propcaaland M. Cavoed Arnoexclaimed

that dissolution .would be preferable, The
adjournment wap the result of a° conferense
between the four Republican groups, who un-

animously agreed to adopt an order of the
day, declaring that the Chamber, awaiting
the communication promised from the Presi-
dent, would adjourn until 6 oclock. When
the sessioniwas resumed the order was ub-
mitted and met with spplavee from both the
L-f5 aud Centre. It was carried by a voteof
531 sgainst 3, M. Roavier then returned to
the palace to communicats to M. Grevy the
result of the vote, It is reported that when
he informed M. Grevy that -the sitting was
suspended the President repiied that the
ministers having resigned counld not be charged
with any commuaication to the Chamber. A
number of members of the Chamber are in

I favor of impeaching M. Grevy if his resigea-

tion isnvt to hand when the session is re-
samead.

The excitement in the city is intenss. A
mob gathered in front of the palace of the
Hiysee and cried for the President to resign.
Troope guarded the entrance to the palace,
The crowds became so demonstrative that
cuvalry were obliged to charge them. When
the session began in the afternoon there was
a big crowd in front of the Parliament build-
ing which made hoatils and friendly demon-
strations. Paul de Koulede, of the Patriotic
Lesgue, addressed a section of the crowd
outeide the ohamber, and gave the crowd
+¢ Vive Grevy” and “Vive Boulanger.” The
people rejoined with crles of A bas Grevy”
and '“Vive la Republigoe.” The Garde Re-
publicaine apsisted the police to clear the
whole space between the Palais Bourbon and
the quays.

A council was held at the Klysee palace
after the second sitting of the Chamber. M.
Ronvier having explained the bearing of the
vote, M. Gravy torned to each minister and
asked his opinion. All told him that his
immediate resignation appeared peremptory.
M. Grevy replied that it was the Chamber
that had brought about the cxisting
situation apd that the Chamber must
bear the reeponsibility before the jmdg-
ments of bistory. A discnssion ensued
on the terms of the ministerial declara-
tion to be made in Parliament, M, Grevy
begged M. Rouvier not to promounce the
word **resignation” from the tribune. The
use of the word, he said, wonld be unconati-
tatlonal, becauss the Congress ought to be
summened immediately on the Preeident’s
resignation, which was only to be announced
to-morrow. He authorized M, Rouvler, how-
ever, to informally acquaint the individual
deputies that his resolution was takenm, and
that in the presence of the votes in the Senate
and Chamber, it was irrevocable,

The sitting of the Chamber of Deputies was
resumed at 6 30 M. Rouvier ascended the
tribune and announced tbat he kad com-
maunicated to M. Grevy the vote of the Cham-
ber on the order of the day, This szommuni-
cation, said M. Ronvier, cansed the Presi-
dant to modify his resolution. He had never
intended to enter upoun a conflict with Parlia-
ment, and waould, therefore, send a mesgage
to the Chamber of Deputies and the Senate
to-merrow informing them of his decision,
M. Rouvier added that the President devlines
to accept the resignation of ihe Cabinat,
which therefore retained its functions. I,
Ryuvier's statement was greeted with cheers,
and at its conclusion the Chember adjourned
until 2 pm, te-morrow, ps did slso the
Senate, No deubt is now enteriained that
the president will resign, Tho Congrees
meets on Saturday, The plenarv meetivg of
Republicans will be held at Verssilles on
Saturday morming.

DE ROULEDE ARRESTED AND RELEASED,

When M, de Roulede lutt the Chamber ke
prozecded to the Hotel de Ville, follawed by
a lsrge crowd of people, whom he harangued,
calliog for cheers far M. Grevy., The ouly
regponses ta his appeals were cries of ‘A Las
Ferry,” and ** Demission, demiseion.” M.
de Roulede and the crowd moved toward the
Senate, whep the crowd wns dispersed by
the police. M. de Roulede, however, refused
to go, aud he was arrested and taken to the
nearest police station. He was released an
bour later. There was a good deal of rough
skirmishing during the evening, Several
Dpersona suskained contusions and twenty
were arrested, the crowds in the meantime
denouncing the police.

FEELING IN THE SENATE.

Paris, Dec. l.—Midnight.—The boule-
vards are calm. The Municipal Court is sit-
ting with closed doors,

VWhen the members of the Cabinst visited
the Elyseo in the morning, M. Grevy said :—
¢ If the Chambar and Senate really wish me
to resigo, they must acquaint me with their
wish by eome clear and nnmistakable demon-
stration, The events of the past few days
convince ma that in the interests of the Re-
public I am bound not to resign, I have re-
ceived from various parliamentary quarters
communications asking me to remain in office,
and until the wish of the Deputles and Senate
in unmistakably clear that my resigoation is
degired, L' shall remeoin in office, 1 believe
that very sonn 1 ehall be able to torm a Cabi-
net.” M. Rouvier appeared to be greatly ir-
ritated and remonstrated with bi. Grevy for
sending him to the Chamber without the
promised mesgage. .

FARMERS OF ENGLAXD WANT PRO-
TECTION,

AFRAID OF OUR BREVES AND WHEAT,

Loxpoy, Dec, 2,—The generally satisfactory
outcome of recent shipments of Northwe:$
ranche cattle ie givinz rise to much discussion
about the future sapplies of the Dritish mar-
kets. Mayor Craigie, secretary of the Central
Chamber of Agricalture, declares that in view

of the immensely incrensing home needs
of the United States, Capada must
become the main eource of supplies

of meat imported inta Great ritain,
and that the Northwest is destined to play an
important part in these imports. Buitish butch-
ers and cousumers seem to have a prejudice
against this ranche beef, owing to its highcolor,
but anthorities on the subject predict that this
will doubtless subside in tbe same way as did
that against Australian mutton many years
ago, particularly as the flavor s admiited to b2
excellent. The Fair Trade sgitation is rapidty
advancing in tke farm districts, and fariers’
clubs on all sides are takiog'up a propoaal to
tax imported oorn, meaning thereby all bread
stufis. Soms of the propws's  would
exempt the colonies from the operation of
these dnties, or they would puta les:er duty
on colonial grain. The Faic Trads leadera 1o
Parliament, who are nearly all supporters of
the Salishury Government, declare their inten-
tion of raising the question at an early date in
the next session of Parliament. Several of
them favor au. Imperial zollverein, and will
make this a pars of their protectionist plat-
form. Itisgenerally beliaved, however, that
the Government is unwilling to take any de-
cided action on the subject, particularly as the
Unionist leaders have distinctly declared their
intention to oppose any fair trade proposals.
