They began to ex-
amine it while close to him, ag if for ihe purpose of
judgiog of it merits, when it went off, and be re-
ceived the ball. He was promptly aitended by Sur-
geon Humilton, of Stephen’s-green and Surgeon
Tyner, the resident of the hospital, and in conse-
quence of the dangerous character of the wound was
vigited by a priest. Shortly afterwards [nspector
Skelly, of the Kilmainkam police district, while on
his rounds, beard of the occurrenzs, and proceeded
to the hospital. Ia reply to nis inoguiries, the
wonnded man stated that his name was Wm. Dunne,
that be was Lwenty-three years of age, and & painter
by trade; but he would not give any further infors
mation ubout himeelf or any one else. Inspector
Skelly felt it bis duty to place the two men who ace
companied him under arrest, Their names are Joseph
Grabam, paicter, working at inchicore ; and William
Webber, printer, of ¥, Basin-lane. They were
charged at Newmarket station.
