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Infiltration, smuggling and marauding in Israel by Arab re-
fugees congregated in Jordan and by Jordanian villagers whom the
armistice line had separated froni their lands increased after Israel
denouneed, in niid-January 1953, a local commanders' agreemnent
which had helped to check illegal border-crossing. Murders aud actp
of serious sabotage in Israel were f ollowed by retaliatory attacks
on Jordanian territory by Israeli armed forces. Diplomatie represent-
ations by the United States and United Kingdom helped to reduce
the tension sligbtly. After an outbreak of sho-oting in Jerusalem on
April 22, General Uiley resigued as chief of the Security Counci
supervision staff in Palestine, but remained until June when his
successor, General Vagu Bennike of Denmark, arrived. On June 8
a~ new local commanders' agreemient was concluded. High-level taiks
on June 29 resulted in an agreement that lIrael would give more
p rompt information about infiltrators, of which Jordan woiuld try

tomake effective use.

Efforts to facilitate a peace settiement

Arab states asked the Genersi Assembly to. discuss at its seventh
session the work of the Palestine Conciliation Commission in the
light of United Nations reso1utious. They niaintained that Isal
wieb owed its existence to thbe Assembly's partition resolutiono
November 29, 1947, had sie osdrbetrioybyn h

partition lines and had disregarded the Asebl' resobztions on
repatriation and compensation of r4fuge. Apeace stlmnthe
Ai'abs insisted, could be neoitdon if Israel would accepth
Assembly's resolutions on partition and refugees.
