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ARTIClLE .

(1)- The Gc'vernment of the Tunisiern RePkiblic $hall
grant te the Commission, in accordance- with the provisions of
Article 3, the use of the lande in Tunisien territory used as
Commonwealth War Cemeteries as listed in the Annex to this
Ag reement.

(2)- In the event of public necessity subsequently
requiring t.hat these lande should be used for other purposes,
the Government of Tunisie will consuit the Commission with a
view to reachirig a mutually accept.able arrangement in the
spirit of this Agreement and of the Geneva Conventions of 12
August 1949.

ARTICLE 1

(1)- The Government of the Tunisien RepuhliC shaîl
authorise the Commission to ensure, at its own expense, the
care, leyout, maintenance and control of the Çommonwealth War
Cemeteries, Graves and Meminrials.

(2)- SubJect to the prier agreement of the-competent
Tunisian authorities, t.he Commission is authorised:

(a)- to enclose the said Cemeteries;

(b)- to lay them out and embellish them according to
plans approved by the Tunisian authorities:

(c)- to erect sepulchral monuments or any other
structures deemed appropriate; anýd

(d)- to instaîl and maintain water supply systems in t.he
said Cemeteries.

Any alt.eration to these arrangements shaîl be subject
te the prior agreement of the competent, Tunisian authorities.

(3)- The Commission is authorised te pon with the
agreement of the competent Tunisien a9uthorities persons te
teks charge of such Cemeteries.
