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Mr. Brosnahan currently heads activities for the Partnership 
for Improved Air Travel, a broad aviation industry coalition 
aimed at developing public support for expansion of the air 
transportation system and focusing that support on decision-
makers at the federal, state and local levels. 

The Partnership program is one of the most comprehensive 
public affairs campaigns ever mounted. It involves national 
and local media activities; extensive national coalition 
building; development of allies among local and state 
government officials and business, labour and public 
interest leaders; and recruitment, education and 
mobilization of thousands of individual frequent flyers into 
a national constituency. 

Prior to joining Burson-Marsteller in 1977, Mr. Brosnahan 
was director of state and local affairs for the National 
Railroad Passenger Corporation, AMTRAK, and legislative 
assistant to Senator Lowell Weicker of Connecticut. 

Mr. Brosnahan is a graduate of Trinity College, Hartford, 
Connecticut, and received a master's degree in international 
relations from the Fletcher School of Law and Diplomacy in 
Medford, Massachusetts.
