Power again dominated in Latin America, with 22% of the identified contracts falling into that
sector. Transport was a distant second, with 14% of the identified contracts, and Public Sector
Management in third with 11%. Environment was also a relatively important sector with a 9%
share, and Education followed with 8%. By value, Power earned three times as much as the
next sector, and more than nine times the total earned by the third-ranked sector. Note that
the greater mix of sectors with 5-10% of the contracts in this region is again likely attributable
to the preponderance of consulting contracts earned by Canadians.
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
