
"Technology Management Plan" means a contract in written form between two
or more Participants concerningthe ownership and use of Intellectual Property
rights that may be developed or created in the course of a specific Joint Research
Activity, but excluding a contract between two Participants from the saine Party,

ARTICLE 3

Principles

Cooperative Activities shall be conducted on thec basis of the following
principles:

(a) mutual benefit based on an overall balance of advantages;

(b) reciprocal access to the activities of researchi and technological
development undertaken by each Party or its Participants,
where practicable;

(c) timely exchange of Information, which may affect
Cooperative Activities;,

(d) effective protection of Intellectual Property rights;

(c) peacefuI, non-military uses; and

(f) respect for the applicable legislation of the Parties.

ARTICLE 4

Areas of Cooperative Activities

Areas of Cooperative Activities shali be jointly decided in writing from

time to time by thic Parties.

ARTICLE 5

Forais of Cooperative Actlvitles

1. Subject to their applicable legisiatio, thec Parties shall foster, te flic
fullest extent practicable, Cooperative Activities under this Agreement. The
Parties and their Participants shail conduct such Cooperative Activities flirough
thic conclusion of specific Implementiug Arrangements or contracts.
