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On motion of Mr. Mackenzie King it was ordered—That the name of
Mr. Bence be substituted for that of Mr. Ross (Souris) on the Select Committee
appointed to consider the Defence of Canada Regulations;

That the name of Mr. MacKinnon (Kootenay East), be substituted for
that of Mr. Brooks on the Select Committee on the Pension Act and the War
Veterans’ Allowance Act.

The House then resumed the consideration in Committee of the Whole
of a certain proposed Resolution to provide certain sums of money towards
defraying any expenses that may be incurred for certain services therein men-
tioned, consequent upon the present state of war, and further progress having
been made and reported, the Committee obtained leave to consider it again
at the next sitting of the House.

At eleven o’clock, p.m., Mr. Speaker adjourned the House without question
put, pursuant to Standing Order 7, until to-morrow, at three o’clock, p.m.
