Mr. Foster: Yes. That is fine, thank you, Mr. Chairman.
The Chairman: We have five minutes left. Mr. Walter 

and then Mr. Howe, if you could split that time.
Mr. Walker: This is just a supplementary on Quebec. I 

just wanted to know, if you have figures, whether this 
election in Quebec, financed the way it is, cost more or 
less than the previous one?

Dr. Paltiel: It will cost more because according to the 
figures I have in the last election 226 candidates received 
reimbursement. In this one, and I do not have the report 
of Mr. Drouin, it appears to be roughly 299 which is 
roughly one-third more, depending on which constituen­
cy. Remember the amount of reimbursement varies with 
the constituency.

Mr. Walker: Actually I am talking about the total cost 
of election under this new reimbursement scheme. There 
must be a figure.

Dr. Paltiel: I do not have that.
Mr. Walker: Not yet, but I think this would be the test 

of whether this system is achieving one of its main 
objectives, to hold down over-all election costs. This is 
why I think it is a very important thing to find out 
whether the old way of having the election, before they 
had this new system in Quebec, is greater or lesser than 
this latest one. Then I will bet that the last election will 
cost quite a bit more.

Dr. Paltiel: The total?
Mr. Walker: The total package than before and if so, 

they are defeating their own purpose.
Dr. Paltiel: It would appear so, but it is largely because 

in the 1966 election in Quebec there were two main 
parties and two very small parties. Even though they 
were recognized parties they were rather small, the RN 
and the RIN. This time the Parti Québécois and the 
Créditiste, of course, put up a much stronger showing 
and were much more serious competitors. This being so, 
it would appear that the cost might rise because of that, 
but not so much because of the subsidy system.

Mr. Walker: I realize that but one of the aims, as I 
understand it, was to hold down the total cost of elec­
tions. They are getting out of hand.

Dr. Paltiel: I do not think they have reached the levels 
they reached in 1956.

The Chairman: Mr. Howe.
Mr. Howe: Mr. Paltiel, were you ever a candidate in 

an election?
Dr. Paltiel: Have I ran as a candidate? Never.
Mr. Howe: Have you ever been in any kind of election, 

a commission, or a hospital board or a school board, or 
even in your own university? Have you run for an office?

Dr. Paltiel: Maybe, I do not know; I cannot recall. 
They were not very significant ones, anyway.

Mr. Howe: A little practical knowledge is a great thing. 
I come back to this word “suspicion” that you use so
