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previded they were taken to Winnipeg to
be slaughtered.

Mr. FISHER. If they went straight to
Winnipeg for iimediate slaughter they
would corne right in.

Mr. .SPROULE. The minister said that
sheep must be accompanied by a certi-
ficate from a competent veterinary sur-
geon. Suppose a car of sheep were taken
from Chicago to Toronto or Winnipeg,
would. the certificate be from the stock
yardi ýat Chicago or from the farming
country where the sheep were raised?

Mir. FISHER. The certificate they would
get in Chicago would be acceptable.

Mr. SPROULE. Where pure bred an!-
mais are sent to the United -States for
bree-ding purpo-ses under what regulations
would they enter the United States, and
are the United States iregulations the sanie
in that respect as oursP

Mr. FISHER. The regulations are the
sanie on both sides of the Uine.

Mr. SPROULE. I thought there was
some restriction in the United States with
regard to registration?

MT. FISHER. My-answer was only in
respect to, the regulations with regard to
quarantine, and they are the sanie. So
f ai as pedigrees are concerned, the regula-
jons( are practically the 'samie but the
United States have made what I cannot
help but cail a vexatious and discrimina-
ing regulation which says that the thor-
oughbred animal in order to get free entîy
must be imported into the United States
by a United States citizen. Ourr regiila-
tion does not require that. Some people
in Canada have asked us to paas a sianilar
regulation to that of the United States,
some do not want it and so far we have not
done so.

Mr. SPROULE. An American buying an
animal in Canada will pay a higher price
for it if it is regîstered in the United States
than he would if, i.t is not registered there,
-whereas a Canadian hnying -an animal in
the United Statee to bring to Canada can
do so without any restriction that would
reduce its value by its not being register-
ed here.

MT. FISHER. That is finie. The UJnited
States imposes (the regalations that the
importer of the animal muet be a United
States citizen in order to. get it in fiee.
The Canadian is subjeet to. this disability,
which gives the Aimerican a littie advant-
age over him. Ev-en though the animal js
registered in the United States, a Cana-
dian cannot take -it in free, but an Ameri-
ca.ncitizen can. But a Canadiancan have
a Canadian animal registeîed in the United
States.

Mi. SPROULE. It seenis that the Amer-
ican has an aidvantage over the Canadian
which enables himn to force down the price
here, while we cannot do the sanie in the
United States.

Mr. BLAIN. How many animale have
been rejected at Montreal or any other
Canadian port duîing the past fiscal yea-,
I refer to ýanimais in transit in bond?

MT. FISHER. Icannot say at the mom-
ent. I do not think there is any consid-
erabile number. I can have that informa-
tion wheýn we are on the main item.

Mr. BLAIN. At page 115 of the minis-
ter',s report for last year, referiing to
animals in transit, I iead:

The transit of such animais shall be sub-
ject to such regulations as the mainister shal
front tiine to time prescribe.

Whýat are those regulations?
Mr. FISHER. I cannot tell off-baud. I

will get that also for my hon. frîend.
Mr. DANIEL. Are ýthese bonded ýcars

always disinfected, not simp]v tho.se -.arry-
ing diseased animals, but those .oarrying
animaIs which are flot diseased?

Mr. FISHER. They are all disinfected,
whether there are di.seased animais in
them or not.

Mi. PORTER. What becomes of the con-
demned ýanimals at the port of inspection?

Mr. FISHER. The oewner can -dispose
of thean. I think they are kille-d there.

Mr. CAMBELLWit -egaSd tn-t-h
discrimination practised by 'the .United
States anthorities against oui cattie im-
ported into -that country, many pure bred
cattie particularly shoîthoîns, which are
registered in the Uni.ted States and are
routght into Canada, arm not considered

worthy of registration in the. Dlominion.
They, are recognized by Canadian breeders
as meîely grade cattle. Are these animale
a]lowe-d to corne -into Canada fiee of duty?

Mr. FISHER. No. The Customs De-
partment is given a list of organizations
whose eitificate will be e.ccepted for fIree
entry, and no association is recognized in

that way nless its ceirtificate is accepted
for registration in the Dominion records.

Mr. CAMPBELL. What I want to, bîing
to the minister's attention is this: Num-
bers of cattle are brought from the United
States that are registered in the officiai
herd-books of that country. Are the pedi-
grees of those cattle submitted to the Do-
minion authorities before the cattle>are per-
mitted to enter?

Mi. FISHER. Yes.
