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to move it onto the markets. Perhaps the
minister will have an announcement on
this matter at a later time.

WINTER WORKS—EXTENSION OF PROGRAM IN
PICNIC AREAS

Hon. W. G. Dinsdale (Minister of Northern
Affairs and National Resources): Mr. Speaker,
I am pleased to announce that the government
has extended to May 31 the winter works
program for the construction of picnic areas
and camp grounds in the provinces. The pro-
gram was originally scheduled to termi-
nate on April 30. All participating provinces
have been advised by telegram of this de-
cision.

The program, which has resulted in an ex-
penditure of $10% million over the past four
years and has provided 517,000 man days of
employment, has been welcomed by all par-
ticipating provinces as an outstanding con-
tribution to our growing tourist industry.

BARLEY—ANNOUNCEMENT OF FINAL PAYMENT

Hon. Alvin Hamilton (Minister of Agricul-
ture): Hon. members will recall that on
February 13 last I announced the final pay-
ment on the 1959-60 oat account. I am now
pleased to be in a position to announce final
payments on the 1959-60 barley account.

The 1959-60 barley pool was closed as at
March 30, 1961. Producers delivered 94.9 mil-
lion bushels of barley to the pool and the
surplus for distribution to producers is
$2,022,170.66. The final payments for dis-
tribution to producers on the principal grades
