ACTION TO EXPEDITE MOVEMENT OF GRAIN

Mr. A. B. Douglas (Assiniboia): Mr. Speak-
er I have a related question for the Minister
of Transport.

AUTOMOTIVE MANUFACTURING ASSISTANCE
REGULATIONS—EXTENSION OF EXPIRY
DATE

has decided to extend the June 30 expiry date
of the automotive manufacturing assistance
regulations?

Hon. Donald C. Jamieson (Minister of
Transport): I cannot say for the very simple
reason that I personally have deliberately
avoided getting involved in the actual loca-
tions. I can only repeat what I have said on
many previous occasions, that about four or
five different locations are being examined.
There will be no disclosure concerning these
until such time as a final decision has been
made.

Mr. Hales: In view of the fact that the
minister said there were four or five areas,
could he say if this is one of them?

most concern?
