Shepard, Director, International Fisheries Policy, Interna-
tional Fisheries and Marine Directorate, Fisheries and
Marine Service, Department of the Environment. B.
Applebaum, Legal Operation Division, Department of
External Affairs. L. H. Legault, Director General, Interna-
tional Fisheries and Marine Directorate, Fisheries and
Marine Service, Department of the Environment. W. R.
Hourston, Regional Director, Pacific Region, Fisheries and
Marine Directorate, Department of the Environment.
