PARLIAMENT 0F CANADA ACF AND CANADA

NMAURE TO AMEND

Mr. John Manley (Ottawa South) moved for leave to
introduce Bill C-341, an act to amend the Parliament of
Canada Act and the Canada Elections Act (change of
political affiliation).

He said: Mr. Speaker, the purpose of this bill which
aniends both the Parliament of Canada Act and the
Canada Elections Act, would be to recognize the impor-
tance that political party affiliation plays i the election
of memibers to this House. It would resuit, in the event
of change of party affiliation during the course of a
Parliament in a member's seat being declared vacant,
and a by-election bemng held within 90 days of the change
of party affiliation.

I tliink it would enable voters to have a direct say in
memibers' decisions to change party affiliation.

Motion agreed to, bill read the first time and ordered
to be printed.
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
