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and then applying for regular benefits would have
difficulty in showing just cause as required by the act.

Mr. Speaker: Would the Flouse give the member
permission to table the document?

That gives a certain percep-
tion to the viewing audience which I believe to be
inaccurate and unfair. At the same tirne those of us on
this side could in supplementary questions accuse the
government of being erroneous in its facts. I arn wonder-
ing where this will lead us to.
