MEXICO CITY, ¥Feb. 156.—(Can,
“Press.)—Wahile the federal guns
pounded the Diaz fortifications in the
arsenal and the rebelg sent back shell
for shell, the senate sat today and dis-
cussed the ousting of Madero from the
presidency.  Confident of ultimately
defeating Diaz, Madero defied the sen-
ate and ignored the counsel of Fran-
cisco de La Barra and other friends.
He absolutely: refused to resign, but

did not take the trouble to make known
this decision personally to the senate.
The fighting in the streets of the
Mexican capital at times today was
as savage as on any other day of the
week’s battle.. The American embassy
again came directly within the line of
fire, and the American ambassador,
Henry Lane Wilson, had a narrow es-_
cape from a rifle bullet which whistled
close to his head within the/embassy.
Shortly before 5 o'clock the German
legation was struck by a ghell.
There were numerous  casualtles
among non-combatants. A strange fa-
tality seems to have followed R, M.
Meredith of Troy, Ohio.. He was
slightly wounded twq days ago while
passing thru the streets. Today a shell
crashed into Porter’s Hotel and killed
him. Sidney Sutherland, correspond-
ent of a Salt Lake City newspaper, but
a resident of Mexico City, was wound-
ed by the same shell. ! i ’
Death - Before Resignation.
The situation in Mexico City apart
from its terifying aspect-is a remark-
able one. Friends of President ‘Madero
fully expected-his resignation, but as
the day wore on, he became fixed in
his determination to rétain the reins of
power. To the Spanish minister, Pres-
tdent Madero is reported to have sald
that he would ‘di¢ before he would re-
sign his office.

During the night' messengers went
about the ‘city "locating senators and
asking them to attend a special ses-
sion ‘in ordsr to discuss the situation
and attempt a solution of a situation
that is recognized by almost all Mexi-
cans ag critical.

More than a quorum of senators was
present at the meeting, which took
place in the chamber of deputies in-
stead of in the senate chamber at the
National Palace. - The discussion last-
ed a long time and a great crowd sur-
rounded the building.

The scene wag almost identlcal with
that when congress met to consider the
advisability of bringing about the re-
signation of Porfirio Diaz. In one ma-
terial respect it differed. There were
no mounted police or soldiers drawn
across the streets and it was only after
a considerable time that a detachment
of rurales, spared from the fighting

NOINTERVENTION
POLICY OF TAFT

Unless Situation Grows Worse
in Mexico, "Hands Off"
Decision Will Hold
Good.

WASHINGTON, Feb.  16—(Can.
Press.)—“Hands off” Mexico for the
present was the decision of President
Taft and his cabinet, reached at a pro-
longed session, which lasted until the
early hours this morning.

Mr,  Taft and seven of his advisers
gathered in the White House, after re-
viewing the situation from every angle,
and particularly the proposal of an
armistice in Mexico City uuring which
non-combatants are .to be tTemoved
with the creation:of a ne?tml zone for
the Aiterican embassy, detérmined to
reaffirm the non-intervention atitude
of the United States, but meanwhile
keeping the army and navy ready for
instant action.

The reply to President Madero's re-
quest that intervention be delayed, as
finally framed, was in diplomatic terms
a reaffirmation of the attitude of the
United States as expressed to Mexico
in previous correspondence, indicating
a disposition not to interfere in Mexi-
can affairs, but reasserting a deter-
mination to keep United States forces
in positions where they might speedily
be used for protection of -American
citizens:

The cabinet meeting broke up just
after .12.30 a.m. Secretary Knox an-
nounced that Secretary Hilles would
prepare and make  public. the enly
statement to be given out. Other
| members of ‘the eabinet referred all
‘enquirers to Mr. Hilles, His statement’
was as follows:

“At a meeting of the cabinet tonight
various despatches from Mexico was
eonsidered, and it was decided that the
information so far gained afforded no
basis for a change in the policy of the
government of the United States al-
ready indicated many times in the last
two years.”

HEdward O'Keefe, the. pro-
spector, was burned beyond recogni-
tion. All that was left of his charred
remains was gathered on a fire shovel.
He body was fearfully burned.

Fanned by a high
wind the flames threatened to lick up
everything built of wood.

Not Go Out Immedi-
ately.

NEW. YORK, Feb. 15.—(Can. Press.)
—“The railroads need a strike in their
business to embarrass Woodrow Wil-

son, and for .other reasons, and I am
afraid they are going to get it” de-
clared W. S. Carter, president of the
Brotherhood of Ralilway Firemen and
Engincmen tonight.

Mr. Carter made this statement in
a talk with the newspaper representa-
tives at the close of a long/conference
with his associates; “who,  with ' the:
gmm' t of the.organization, ~have
/been handling the firemen's sideof the.
dispirte with the eastern railroads over
the.men’s demands for higher pay and
revised working conditions.

36 hours.

U. 5. RALWAYS AND FIREMEN -
STILL REMAIN AT A DEADLOCK
'DECIDE STRIKE QUESTION TODAY

Representatives of Both Sides
‘Will Meet Mediators Ap-
pointed by Federal Authori-
ties and Another Proposal
ta Provide Arbitration Is
Expected—Long Deferred
Crisis-Reached. :

NEW YORK, Feb. 16.—(Can. Press.)
—The crisis in the controversy between
the eastern railroads and their 34,000
firemen, which last week narrowed
down to the method of arbitration to
be employed to’ settle the differences,
is expécted tomorrow, when repre-
sentatives of both sides have agreed
to meet Judge Knapp, of the commerce
court, and- G. W. W. Hanger, aeting
comimissioner of labor,
mediators, in a final effort to avert
a strike.

“We dre wpit}ng for. Judge Knapp
and Mr, Hanger to announce that they
are unuble, under ‘the‘federal laws, to
secure arbitration,” President W. 8.
Carter, of the Brotherhood of Locomo-
tive Firemen and Engineérs, said to-
night. “This means that nothing will
be done by us until’ tomorrow.”

Mr. Hanger met with the conference
committee of managers today, but de-
clined tonight to discuss the nature of
the conference, He said, that tomor-
row he would join Judge Knapp, who
is expected to return.from ‘Washington
late tonight, for further meetings with
both sides. Much  significance is at-
tuched to the hurried visit of Judge
Kiapp to Washington, #Md also to the
r. Hanger and the
rafiroad managers, and amnother pro-
posal as to the method of arbitration
is expected to be made to the firemen
tomorrow. . -

Onus on Men's Leader.

Replying to the statement made by
President Carter, Mr. Hanger said:

“Wheri we announce that we are un-
able to ‘bring both sides to terms of
arbitration, them it will be up to Carter
to act; we will have done all that was
possible under the conditions.”

In a formal statement to the public
tonight, President Carter djscussed the
Erdman Act under the terms of which
the railroad managers have refused to
arbitrate, and contradicted various de-
clarations of the railroads regarding
the award of the arbitration board of
seven which settled the differences of
the engineers with the same lines last

summer. .

Impressive Service Held at
Massey Hall, When ‘Bishop

Sweeny and Prominent
Ministers Paid Tributes to

Bravery and Sacrifice of
Capt. Scott and Comrades.

At Massey Hall yesterday afternoon
Toronto honored the meniories of Cap-
tain Robert Scott and the other mem-
bers of the British Antarctic Expedi-
tion whose courage and devotion to’
duty have added some more names to
the imperishable hero roll of the Brit-
ish race.

" Nearly every seat on the main ‘floor
of Massey Hall was occupied. Both
galleries were crowdéd. The members
of the Army and Navy Veterans’ So-
ciety, wearing proudly the meddls of
hard victorious campaigns, filled the
orchestra ro Many mnotable citi-
zens of Toronto, the mayor and several
members of the Gity council, prominent
military men and many of the city
clergy had seats on the platform. The
organ’s solemn music, the pale flowers
of mourning, a bishop of the Church of
England in his scarlet-hooded vest-
ment, and the group of clergymen on
the stage denoted an ogcasion of sor-
row. In .the gravelyattentive con-
gregation there were few who
had not before their eyes
pictures of great prairie of
ice with some human figures dotting if,
the travelers who 'never came back,
and of the little brown tent in
middle distance of a vast province of
white, tlie silent tent, surrounded by
empty sledges and skis stuck upright
in the sandy snow, and inside some
dead men. :
Eloquent Tributes. ;

The memorial service was under the
auspices of. the British and Fareign
Sailors’ Society. Rev, Frank Day of
the Northérn Congregatipnal Church,
Rev. Dr, Armstrong of the Metropoli-

_tan,’ Rev. T, T, Shields of the Jarvis!

Street - Baptist, Rev. :John McNeill of
Cooke’s Church, Senior Chaplain Hall
of the Sallors’ BSociety and Bishop
Sweeny took part in the divine servicé.
Dr, Albert Ham was the organist and
Mr. Frank Oldfield sang a - selo,
“Crossing the Bdr.” The sérvice was
appropriate and impressive. The beau*
tiful hymns, “God Moves in a Mystef
ous Way,” “Now the lLaborers' Task
is Over” and “A Few More Years Shall
Roll,” weére sung, and Dr. Armstrong
and Dr, McNeill repeated special pray-
ers. Bishop Sweeny made an eloquent
address. Silence, he said, was more
dppropriate than words on the occa~-
sion of the heroic tragedy of:Captain
Scott and his companions. Words
could not add to the fame of the heroes
or lesson the sorrow.” “But we are
here today,” said the bishop, “to
express our sympathy anmd to
glorify the heroism and devotion to
duty displayed by the explorers who
had given up their liveg unselfishly
for the benefit of Science and the fame
of their race.” He said that such deeds .
should inspire all men to do. their duty.
All the good and noble actions of men
sprang  from a sense‘of duty. Bishop
Sweeny, looking buckward, spoke of
the many brave men who had perished
in attempting to ‘reach fhe poles. He
hoped that. such sacrifices of useful
lives would now cease.
