the President.

Hew York, Ang. 30.—The publication ef 
the story concerning the surgical operation 
on President Cleveland, which waa cur­
rently rumored two months Ago, has 
brought out a statement from Dr. Ferdinand 
Haebronok, a dentist. Dr. Hasbrouok 
consented to talk for publication, and said :

“ I have read the article which purports 
to give an account of President Cleveland’s 
disease and the operation performed upon 
him. The publication calls, I think, for an 
authoritative statement. The President's 
disease is, or was—for.the operation 
may have been successful in 
ing it—a growth in the bones of his 
left upper jaw and the adjoining bones 
of the nose. The operation consisted in re­
moving the diseased portions of 
and was performed about 10:30 o’clock on 
the morning of Saturday, July 1, while the 
President was" on board Mr. Benedict’s 
yacht, the Oneida. I want to say that I 
don’t think the disease is the same aa that 
which caused the death of Gen. Grant. Dr. 
Bryant, another surgeon whom J will not 
name, and myself went on board the yacht 
at-this city on Friday night, the night be­
fore the operation. It is not true, as has 
been published, that the President went 
immediately to bed on coming on board that 
night. He sat on deck for a time smoking a 
cigar, and seemed perfectly composed and 
at ease. The next day at about 10 o’clock 
the President prepared himself for the knife. 
He was still entirely composed and cheerful. 
He lay down, announced that he was ready, 
and I administered nitrous oxide to him. He 
responded to the anesthetic promptly and 
was soon unconscious. In order to enable 
the surgeons to cut away the bone, which 
was the seat of the disease. I extracted 
two bicuspid teeth from the left side of the 
upper jaw. The surgeons then took charge. 
There was no external incision in the flesh 
of the faoe, the operators working entirely 
within the cavity of the month. The seat 
of the diseased growth • was in the lower 
bones of the nose and in the adjoining bone 
tissue on the left side of the upper jaei 
PieceAy piece perhaps an inch or more of 
it was removed. While the operation was 
in progress the President revived from the 
effects of the anesthetic, and I waa obliged 
to administer it to hjm a second time.

By far the larger num­
ber of hunters employed on the vessels are 
Indians, who are very skilful in the use of 
the spear, and the recovery of the seal after 
being struck by the Indian hunter’s spear is 
almost certain. There are more than one 
thousand Indians on the Pacific Coast 
skilled in the use of these weapons. My 
notion about the close time was that it 
would have been better to have allowed 
pelagio sealing after the 1st of July, and to 
have restricted the business during the 
early months of tho year. In that case, 
the sealing wonld practically be confined to 
Behring Sea, and we should have avoided 
on the one hand the destruction of female 
seals with pup, because all that would be 
taken in July, August and September out­
side of the zone around the islands would 
have been seals delivered of their young, in 
so far as the female catch is concerned, and 
on the ether hand the sealers would have 
been spared the inconvenience of their season 
being broken in two, as it is now, by the 
months of May, Jane and July being dosed.
