(2) If the joint district board within three weeks after the
time at whidi it has been reooguised under this Act for any
distnot fail to settle the first minimum rates of wages and
disttiot roles in that district^ or if the joint district board
within three weeks after the expiration of a notice for
an applioation under this Act to vary any minimum
rate of wages or district rules fail to deal with
Hm application, the ohairman of the joint district board
shiall settle the rates or rules or deal with the application,
as the case may be, in place of the joint district board, and
any minimuan rate of wages or district rules settled by him
shall have the same effect for the purposes of thia Act as if
they had been settled by the joint district board

:

Provided that, if the members of the joint district board
representing the workmen and the members representing the
employers agree, or if the chairman of the joint district
board direota, that a specified period longer than three weeks
ehall for the purposes of this subsection be substituted for
three weeks, this subs*.;tion shell have effect as if that
specified period were therein substituted for three weeks.
