Torontonians, In the present Boer war,
have already proved their loyalty to the
Empire, so that no doubts can be enter-
tained on that score, but, judging by last
night's public meeting in the Pavilion, the
citizens would rather go to the front and
light than go to the Pavilion to hear talk.
The meeting was called by proclamation
of the Mayor in pursuance of a resolution
of the Council to consider the advisability
of urging the Dominlon Government to
wnake a further offer of troops to the
Crown.

The hall was never more than about
three-quarters filled, a few ladies being
present. Proceedings were opened by the
band of the Body Guards, which inter
spersed a number of selections thruout the
program.
