INCENDIARISM THE CHARGE.

Burning of a Stack of Hay and 1000
Feet of Lumber Leads to
Two Arrests.

LANGMAN, PARRY SOUND, IS IN JAIL.

Case Will Come Up for Trial at the
Sessions Taking FPlace
June 4.

Parry Sound, May 24—Some time ago
a stack of hay belonging to Mr. Phin
Davis of McDougall, was burned, together
with about 1000 feet of lumber and some
rails. The fire occurred in the night, and,
as it was evidently the work of an incen-
diary, steps were taken to discover the
guilty person or persons. Mr. and Mrs.
Davis \nd Mr. Robert Blair of Carling
made a ‘careful search and discovered
tracks of two persons, evidently a man
and woman, leading from the home of
Mr. and Mrs. Langman to the hay stack
and back again to Langman’s house. As
there was a dispute between Mr. Davis
and Mr. Langman about the removal of
a mill from the property of Davis, and
as Langman had been reported to have
made threats, a warrant was issued for
the arrest or Mr. and IMrs. Langman,
and they were lodged in jail Friday eveun-
ing.

The preliminary hearing was held on
Satutrday at the Court House, iere, before
Police Magistrate Farrer. AMr. Haight,
the District Crown Attorney, conducted
the prosecution and Mr. K. R. Powell,
defended the prisoners.

Mr. Davis told, in evidence, of his dis-
covery of the fire at about 5 o'clock in
the morning; the stack was in his field
about ten feet from the private road lead-
ing thru his farm and about half a mile
from his home. There were no bush iires
in the vicinity and no ome of his house-
bold had been near the stack on the pre
vious day. After breakfast he and his
wife went to the scene of the fire and
discovered the footprints of two persons;
the tracks of one of the persons were evi-
dently made by a large man wearing a
!pnir of rubbers, considerably worn: the
'other tracks ,were evidently made by a
! woman wearing shoes. The ground was
idamp and there was considerable mud oa
| the road and the tracks were quite essily
i traced; near the stack was some plowed
'ground and some of the footprints were
made in the plowed land and were traced
right up to the stack. Mr. and Mrs. Davis
followed the tracks to within a short dis-
tance of Langman’s house and then called
Mr. Blair and he went with them over
the ground to the stack and back to the
Langman house, following the tracks and
measuring them. On Sunday, the 12th,
Davis saw Langman wearing a pair of
rubbers similar to those which made the
tracks to the stack, and there was a
similarity in the tracks.

Mrs. Davis corroborated her husband as
to the finding of the tracks and following
them to Langman’s house, and also when
Mr. Blair was present. Constable Hanna
made a search of Langman’'s house hut
| could not find the rubbers. Some of Lang-
man's boys were called and one of them
admifted his father had a pair of rub-
bers like those seen by Davis, that he
saw his father with them on the Sunday
In \question, but that they had disappeared
and he did not know what had become
+of them.
| At the conclusion of the evidence the
| Police Magistrate committed Laug-
j man for trial. but discharged Mrs. Lang-
{ man, giving her the benefit of the doubt,
and possibly, he said, Mrs. Langman was
coerced by her husband, or may have ac-
companied him to try and restrain him,
as he was somewhat under the influence
| of liquor, it appeared, and was said to
be very violent.

Six years ago on M 1 Langman leased
a plece of ground/from Davis at the
mouth of Blair's Creek, on which he
erected a shingle mill. The lease expired
on May 1 and Langman was notified to
leave. Davis claimed the mill building
must be left on the land and Langman
contended he was to leavq, the land in the
same condition he found it and had the
right to remove the mill, which he began
to do. Davis got out an injunction re-
straliing Langman from Temoving the
mill and Langman came to town to an-
swer to the notice of injunction. While
‘here he got some liquor and talked a great
, deal and went home late that night. It
{Is charged he and his wife walked to the
i stack and set it on fire. The case will
fpmhahly come up for trial at the Ses-
| slons, which will take place on June<4.
