The citizens point out that the Consoli-
dated Company has nothing to loze and
much to gain by provoking disorder.
The worst damage a mob could do to
the big steel plants would be to destroy
a few windows; and ‘the militia was
counted on to overcome them with a
rush., Just what effect on the stock
market. the reports of bloodshed and
destruction of company property at the
Soo would have can easily be imag-
ired, as pointed out by a prominent
citizen. These are the methodsg of the
stock-jobbing inside gang now in con-
trol of the company, as stated by the
average citizen of the city and the
town generally,

Rank Extravangance. %

In addition, it is no secret here that
the rankest extravagance has marked
the different stages of the work in the
different plants of the subsidiary ¢om-
panies composing the parent company.
A prominent business man observed to
The World to-day that an office force
had been maintained here out of all
proportions, even to the huge industry
being operated. He declared that if
was sufficient to conduct the Pennsyl-
vania Railroad and the Canadian- Pa-
¢ific combined, and each employe allied
to some of the inside stockholders drew
salaries out of all proportions to cerv-
ices rendered. In spite of the ruthless
looting of the property the resources of
the big industries involved have been so
great that, as told by the citizen, the
company was able to make a net profit
in those turning out finished products.

There is much discussion as to
the legal aspects of a government in-
vestigation into the waste that has
been carried on in the Consolidited
Company, but there is no dispute as
to the authority of the government to
require an accounting for the gross
manner in which the laboring men
have been treated by the management,
and the high-handed operations of the
stock jobbers in attempting to acquire’
at smaill value 'the holdings of the
minority interests.

Curran Has Courage.

The proprietor of The Daily Stur of
the Soo absolutely refused to publish
the first statement issued last week
by the company, and in explanation
declared it was too inflammatory and
dlearly intended to provoke riot and
disorder. In spite of these determined
efforts of the management to cast a
gioom over the entire community the
business of the city continues in very
fair shape. Manager Lyons of the
Imperial Bank told- The World to-day
that many of the workmen had very
substantial deposits with his suvings
department and could not be seriously
crippled if they had no work all the
winter. Further, he asserted that the
condition of things generally was not
at all alarming, and expressed amaze-
ment at the attitude of the element
sending out alarming regorts.
A large number of ltalians who ar-
rived from the woods to<day congre-
gated in little Italy, the Italian quarter
to~night, and made things lively for a
time. These foreigners have money,
and following the custom of their race
carry it with them, and each #s armed
with a murderous dirk. S8eZious ap-
prehensicn is felt from this source,
but to-morrow they are expected to
leave for different sections of Ontario,
where they have been offered employ~
ment,

Bushmen So Angry.
A large majority of these discharg-
ed bushmen are young Canadians,
strapping six footers inured to tha
hardships of the lumber camp and
capable of reasoning out the present
situation without resort to violence, At
the same time they are dispvsed to
use very strong language about the
treatment accorded them and the fail-
ure of legal redress at their command.
A bunch of husky young Canadian boys
talking with The World to-day de-
c¢lared that they had been forced by
the company to pay cash for their
board in the woods on pain of being
notified to quit work, while at the
same time they had the compdny’s
timee cheques In their possession,
showing they were entitled to some
thirty to fifty dollars back pay. These
were not accepted for food, neither
were they good for transportation, and
the young workmen were forced to
pay the company to bring them out of
the lumber camps. In contrast to tha
abuse of this branch of the employes,
these men charge with some degree of
reason that the office force of highly
paid relatives of the majority of stock-
holders have been paid all that is due
them, and are still retained on the pay-
rolls, drawing their money when due.

GERMAN TKADE PANIC ?

Countpry in Throes of Serious Com=
mevreial Depression.

Wasbington, D.C., Sept. 24.—Germany I8
now in the throes of a commercial depres-
sion, the existing conditions being similar
to those prevailing n the United States
during the panic of 1893, Consul-General
Hughes ¥t Coburg, in a comwmunlcatipn 1o
the Depuarticent of State, says Lbousands
of wen are unemployed, wages are being re-
duced, Industrial institutions are closing

their doors, prices are falling, and stag-
nation manifests itself everywhere, 3Mr,
Hughes says:

“ihe tide of commercial prosperity which
has been steadily rising in Germany from
185540 1800 began to ebb m the spring of
1000, Mining and swelting Industries were
affected seriously, Then there were ayinp-
tems of a decline in the textile and huild-
ing trades. As a consequence of the great
f.tivity in formietr years, prices of sites
had risen and woney was Jdear, the Irupeital
buuk's rate of discount ranging between 7
aud 5 per cent, durng the first seven
months; hence little building was done and
failures had to be chronicled hepe and
there, as in Dresden and Munich, where
builders had continued operations on the
¥ane Beale as during the doodtide times,
In Berlin, on the contrary, a house famine
veeurred, and landlords reaped a rich har-
vest becauss of the disproportion bet veen
the demand and supply.

“This inactivity naturally influenced the
Iron market. Beginning with April, com-
plaints were loud ¢f the lack of priers fur
girders. Consumpticn in ron and in nia.
chine industries also fell «ff, aad then
came the gurn of the carriags, eycle, and
eleetric branches. In June the demand
in Germvany had necver been 80 weak as at
