OPINIONS OF CANADA
TO INTEREST GAMADINS

Biographer of Sir John A Mac-
donald Returns From a Long
Trip:

« Interviewed by The World yesterday,
Georgé Robert Parkin, C.M.G., L.L.D.,
director of the Rhodes scholarships,
made some interesting comment on the
imperdal and Canadian situations,all the
more instructive and valuable on ac-
count of his empire-wide experiences.
For a quarter of a century Dr. Parkin
has beén journeying to and fro, noting
and observing and intemt on the work
of assisting in drawing closer the links
that bind the British states ahd the
English-speaking communities together.

Asked concerning the development .of
sentiment of the British people,
Parkin remarked that in all he had
otﬁ;ved a quickened inmterest and in-
[uy ng knowledge regarding imperial
and industrial state affairs. Twenty
years ago, for example, Australians re-
ferred to Canada as backward and un-
progressive, but now the tone is com-
pletely changed-and close attention is
})add to what transpires in the Domin-
on.

“While traveling in Australia.,” said
