New corn is doing
micely, a bumper crop being indicated
in most sections, and an impression is
zaining ground that cattle with decent
finish have a’somewhat luminous pros-
pect. Thousands have ' been stanted
lately and the 5 and 5 1-2¢ class of
feeders is in good demand at all mark-
ete. “It is a time for quick action.”

feshy cattle at 5 1-4c last week. “If
these corn-fed cattle have another 50c
advance the whole country will wake
up ard I do not believe in running with
the crowd.”
