A growing oheep has no. time to be
sick.

Good lambs are néver reared unless

they ‘receive a favorable start in life, .

Weak lambs are generally the effect
of poor feeding or neglect of some
kind. :

Usually with good feeding good con-
ditioned sheep can be fattened in six
weeks’ feeding.

he sheep raisers who are not pro-
ressive cannot expect to attain per-
fection in their calling.

When sheep must be kept the shep-
herd needs to have them just as good
as possible.

A short legged, short bodied sheep
is often heavier and will produce more
wool than one that looks to be much
larger.

When lambs are to be marketed
as soon as Iin- good condition they
should be taught to eat as early as
possible.

It is the manner in which wool is
cleaned that gives it the proper class
where it belongs.

Of all domestic animals on the farm
tho sheep has the power té appropriate
the most feed and' give for uaid feed
the greatest ret(xm

Tn shearing it fs quite an item to
take the clip in such a._manner as to
fnjure the sheep the least and best
preserve the fleece.

Whatever may be said for or against
quantity or guality, young mutton or
old, unless it can be procured at a
profitable rate it has no good grounds
for recommendation.

As a rule the wool on young sheep
ig stronger and has more élasticity
than that of aged ones which for want
of vouth has less Jtre'nzth and ‘fibrous
bedy.

Circumstances  and mana,gement
have about as much to do in making
mutton growing pay as in turning the
scale towards profit in any other farm
produect.

With sheep husbandry as with other
lines of farming it should be the aim
to so eonduct the business as to be
able to put the products on the mar-
ket when they are in greatest demand
and bring the best prices.

It is bdeginning to dawn ‘on many
traders in cattle that the supply is not
as large 4as generally figured some

e ago. Recent developments show

that farmers and regular cattle feed-
ers have empty feed lots, and most of
them are satisfied to let them remain
empty while corn is high. A bpullish
feeling is dominant in the country re-
garding the corn situation, and fare
mers who have the corn are inclined
to hold for higher prices. This is a
discouragement to the cattle feeder
who I8 very much on the fence. The
current demand calls for more good
feeding stock than is available, but it
is only recently that the country has
shown any anxiety about 'filling up
with young stock. For the next three
or four months it is believed that there
will be a distinet shertage of matured
cattle at all markets, aud it will be
no surprise if values go galloping up
the hill after hogs and sheep.
. What bhas ha to the hog sup-
ply is about to be repeated in cattle.
With a twin shortage of beef and pork,
coupled with a deficient supply of
muttoh, the public will do well to take
time by the forelock- and read up
meatless menu literature. Corn belt
feed lots haye been depleted early, |
owing to b weather and the high
price of feed, and where the March,
April and May supply of beef is com-
ing from is worrying dressed beef
manufacturers. Usually Texas dumps
a lot of beef into the market hopper
at this season, but a short cotton crop ‘
discouraged southwestern feeders last
fall, and packers see no relief im that
direction.  Beef has been selling much
lower than pork and the inequality is
about to be wiped out. -—-Chicago Live
Stock World.
