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The Investment Committee haye succeeded in finding a good investment
for the £450 which has been reserved to secure, for at least oae year, tho
payment of those Missionaries for whose support we are partially responsible.

The Auditors have reported that the Accounts of the Treasurer have
been found correct and sntisf;wtory, and we would refer you to them for
particulars of all receipts and expenditures, and a clear statement of monies
Lcld in trust for various purposes connected with the Charch. It is suffici-
ent here to remark, that the balanco jn favor of the Society at the end of
1854 is £165 5 11. '

The efforts which the Society hac’commcnced to make some provision
for Widows and Orphans of the Clergy were suspended: for g time, thag
they might not interfere with the colloction for King’s College, Windsor.
It may not be out of place here to remark that the attention of the Society is

again turned to this very important subject, and in its behalf we would in-
voke your warmest sympathy.
