DANIEL RYAN
IN THE BELLS

Splendid Production of Sir
Henry Irving"§ Great Play in
the Opera Fouse.

A performance which should tax the ca-
pacity of the Opera House to its utmost
limits was witnessed
Daniel Ryan arld his excellent company
presented The Bells; made famous by the
master-hand, Sir Henry Irving. After last

the mind of any one that Mr. Ryan is
the most finished actor who has graced the
boards in the Opera House for-a long time.
Some of the finest stage effects exhibited
in St. John are brought into requisition
in Mr. Ryan’s productions, and The Bells
probably gives the best idea one can form
of the extent and quality of the scenery
carried by this company.

He
sustains the character of a man beginning
to show the effects of old age and his
make-up is splendid. In this latter he
very closely resembles: Sir Henry Irving in
appearance. ~Of necessity he dominates
the entire play and with the many op-
portunities afforded him leaves no doubt
in the minds of those present as to his
claims as a firet class actor.

In the trial scene of act three, the first
vision, he is at his best; and his facial ex-
pression and. variety of elocution, from
heavy sibilant whispering to agonized ter-
ror, carry his audience completely away
from their surroundings. At the close of
this act he had to respond to four curtain
calls.

Act II.; the signing of the marriage con-
tract, affords an opportunity for some good
character acting on the'part of the other
members of the company, and was well
done. This part of the play is in pleasant
relief to its general tone. This act closes
with a very fine folk dance on the part
of the company, which was much enjoyed.
