12th Battalion, and now, only three
months later, is-in the trenches in Bel-
gium. A portion of the letter, which is
dated from Armentiers, Belgium, fol-
lows:—

Dear Mother:—

Well, we are right in the thick of it
now. As I write, the big guns rock
the table; you can hear the explosions
for miles. We had a safe trip across the
channel from England, landed at Havre,
France, marched eight miles to the
Canadian base, where we: remained - for
three days, then entrained for here. It
took two days and two nights to get
here. We are now about one mile from
- the first trenches, about twenty minutes
walk. The Germans are shelling all
around us, villages, churches, etc,, but so
far we are lucky.

“We are all feeling fine. You need
not expect to hear from me for a month
or so, as we go to the firing tren
on the 8th (September) and will be
there for about thirty days. We eat
and sleep right in the trenches.” ;

THE ELEGTONS
ON P. E. ISUAD

Charlottetown, P.EI, Sept. 21.—The
island is still talking election. The agi-
tation caused by Thursday’s storm has
not yet subsided, and the question is
can the government hold together? Much
depends upon two men, Murdoch Ken-
nedy of Bradalbane and John A. Dewar
of New Perth, who are at present placed
in the Conservative column.

Kennedy had a bitter quarrel with the
premier,more than a year ago ostensibly
on the automobile question, but really
on various matters. He resigned his seat
in the executive, but not in the legisla-
ture. At the last session, many ques-
tiuns were asked by all tending to em-
barrass the government. y

Mr. Dewar also is known as an anti-
Mathieson man, ‘as ‘well as; anti-automo-
bile. If the five Conservatives who sign-
ed a pledge to vote for a measure to re-
peal the bill allowing autos ‘to run, join
‘with six Liberals, who signed the pledge,
and bring in such a measure, and if they
receive support from four of the others,
then they will have a majority. The
automobile men, anticipating such a
move, declare that such ‘a bill would be
ultra vires and are prepered to appeal
to the privy.council.

An analysis of the returns shows that
the Liberals made gains in every district
except in Georgetown, the premier’s
constituency, the smallest riding on the
Jsland. The popular Yote polied showed
& Conservative majority of only 875.

Of the thirteen Liberals elected, four
are mentioned for the leadership. One

Admiral Beatty Remarks on Their
Unfulfilled Hopes of Glory

London, Sept. 21—Admiral Beatty,
speaking at the openink of the Naval
Institute, said:

“More than a year ago we started this
war in the navy with a whoop of Jjoy.,
We were at last to put to proof the
weapon upon which we had spent .many
weary years in perfecting, the weapons
upon which many distinguished men
had given their lives in making efficient,
and we congratulated ourselves upon the
opportunity thrown into our hands' to
prove to the world that the British: navy
was an absolutely incalculable factor. .

“We started full of promise. of what
we: were about to do, but the promise
has: fallen away. We thought we were
going out; to fallow in the footsteps aof
the . heroes of 100 years ago, but what
has been the result? We:have barged
about the North Sea, passing mines and
dodging submarines, and our patrol ves-
sels have kept our harbors intact.”
