Moscow and alleged breaches of the 
trade agreement.

The note, according to the Herald, 
,was not couched in ordinary diploma- > 
'tic terms, but appeared to be “deliber­
ately calculated to force a quarrel and 
compel a rupture of both political and 
commercial relations.”
