“If the Province of New Brunswick
and the maritime provinces in general
are ever to regain the status industrially
and commercially occupied previous to

tention to the development of their
eastern frontier. If you, as Canadians,
are going to remain loyal to the country
of your birth, to the country for which
I thousands of your fellow-citizens gave
their lives in the recent war, then surely
i? should be a small return of apprecia-
tion of your loyalty and their sacrifice to
ship your freight and travel though
Canada’s own national ports. If we are
going to make out of the slogans,
“Canada for the Canadians” and *“Cana-
dian goods shipped through Canadian
ports,” other than sacrilege, then we
must become consistent. Let me say:
that Saint John over thirty years ago,
recognizing that wooden ship-buildings
was passing or had passed, spent up-
wards of two millions of dollars from
the pockets of her own citizens in an
