In this conflict brains will win—
and in this sense brains means special-
ized training.”

Commenting on this remark the Am-
erican Lumberman says:—

“It must be apparent to every thinking
individual that the present world con-
flict is setting cntirely new standards
of accomplishment in every line of
human endeavor. Especially is this true
in the realm of industry. Under the im-
petus of war preduction methods are be-
ing revolutionized, plants reorganized and
expanded, and results achieved that
three years ago would have been deemed
impossible. This is transpiring not only
in the United States but in all the other
countries at war. The commercial and
industrial world is being transformed
before our eyes. ' Far sighted men every-
where are sounding the warning that if
we wish to lead in the race for commer-
cial supremacy, or even remain in the
running, specialized vocational training
upon a scale not hitherto maintained is
an absolute necessity.”

Speaking upon the subject under con-
sideration Frank A. Vanderlip, presi-
dent of the National City Bank of New
York, recently said:

“J believe that we have failed to grasp
the problem of the relation betwecen,
education and our industrial development
and prosperity. I believe that we need
to establish for the members of the
army of ‘ndustrial workers a means
which will aid them to gain a supple-
mentary education along lines particu-
larly adapted to their requirements.” *

Thé statement that vocational train-
ing is the most important industrial
problem in the United States is without
qualification made by Dr. Charles P.
Steinmetz, one of the country’s leading

Washington, Jan. 14—Immediate ex-
penditure of $1,200,000 to provide hous-
ing accommodations for shipyard work-
ers at Newport News has been decided
on by the Shipping Board after a senate
sub-committee had presented the urg-
ency of the situation. Housing facili-
ties. will be provided at other plants en-
gaged on gevernment work as soon as

possible after congress passes & bill now
providing money for the purpose.

The sub-committee appointed by the
senate commerce committee, investiga-
ting shipbuilding, took up with the
board the subject of housing workers at
Newport News after Homer L. Fergu-
son, president of the Newport News
Shipbuilding Company, had declared his
yard could take on no more men until
housing was obtained.

SUICIDE OF ARMY CAPTAIN
FOLLOWS FOUR MURDERS

Details of how Captaln Lewis J.
Whisler robbed the bank at the army
cantonment in Kansas and killed with a
hand axe four of five men who were in
the building, were told yesterday by
Kearney Wornell, who was seriously in<
jured, and was the only survivor of the
captain’s fury.
