How Cecllnlold is Madc.

While everybody has heard of, or seen or
used celluloid, only a few know what it is com-
posed of or how it is made. The following is
a description ot the process carried out in a
factory near Paris for the production of cellu-
Joid: A roll of paper is slowly unwound, and
at the same time is saturated with a mixture
of five parts of sulphuric acid and two parts of
citric acid, which falls upon the paper in fine
spray. This changes the cellnose of the paper
into pyroxyline (gun cotton). The excess of the
acid having been expelled by pressure, the
paper is washed with plenty ot water until
all traces of acid have been removed; it is
then reduced to a pulp, and passes on to
the bleaching trough. Most of the water hav-
ing been got rid of by means of a strainer,
the pulp is mixed with from 20 to 40
per cent. of its weight of camphor, and the
mixture thoroughly triturated under mill
stones. The necessary coloring having been
added in the form of powder, a second
mixing and grinding follows. The finely
divided pulp is then spread out in thin
layers on slabs, and from 20 to 25 of these
layers are placed in an hydraulic press sepa-
rated from one another by some sheets of thick
blotting paper, and are subject to a pressure
of 150 atmospheres until all traces of moisture
have been got rid of. The matter is then
pessed between rollers heated to between 140
snd 150 degrees Fahrenheit, whence it issues
in the form of elastic sheets, Celluloid is
made to imitate amber, ebony, ivory, esc..
and besides its employment i dentistry is
used to make mouth-pieces for pipes and
oigars, handles for table knives and umbrellas,
combs, shirt fronts and collars, and a number
of fancy articles.

A Conmecting Link.
