RUSSIANS CONTINUE TO
RETREAT IN GALICIA

THROWN 
FEET OF WATER. Charles Kemp, 17, Perishes in Sight 

of Five Unable to Swim.

London, July 5.—Charles Kemp, 
aged 17, an employee of the People’s 
Electric Company, and son of D. Wil­
liam Kemp, 894 Princess avenue, was 
drowned in London Mineral Baths 
swimming pond, at the foot of Dun- 
das street, late Saturday afternoon. 
Drs. Shoebotham and Drake made 
strenuous efforts to resuscitate the lad 
and for an hour or more Fire Chief 
John Aitken worked upon him with a 
pulmotor, but without avail. Coroner 
MacLaren, after consultation with 
Crov/n Attorney J. W. McKillop, con. 
eluded that an inquest was unneces­
sary.

Glen Cove, N. Y., July 4.—Frank 
Holt, the former Cornell University 
instructor, who attempted to assass­
inate J. P. Morgan, at East Isle, Mr. 
Morgan's summer home, near here, 
yesterday, has confessed that he was 
the man xfrho set the bomb which 
exploded in the United States capitol 
at Washington last night.

Mr. Morgan", the victim of the bull­
ets which Holt fired on Saturday 
morning, was said by specialists at 
liis bedside to be resting well to-night. 
No vital organ, the physicians an­
nounced, had been involved in his 
injury.

Three sticks of dynamite bound to. 
gether ; some match heads placed in a 
hollow of the sticks which Holt had 
scooped out with his penknife; a bot­
tle of sulphuric acid in whose neck 
there was inserted a cork carefully 
measured and of a kind previously 
tested—such was the bomb which Holt 
placed in the Senate wing of the capi­
tal at four o'clock on Friday after­
noon. Holt had ascertained by pre­
vious tests that the acid would eat 
its way through the cork in about 
eight hours. Therefore, he estimated 
that the bomb would explode about 
midnight. He wanted to make certain, 
he said, that it would explode, so 

, he took a stroll about Washington 
aruj early Friday evening went to the 
Union Station, a few blocks 
from the capital, and waited there 
till he heard the explosion.

Then he took a train to New York. 
Arriving there he lost little time in 
taking another train for Glen Cove. 
Several sticks of dynamite left over 
from the making of the Washington 
bomb, were in his suit case and these 
he took with him to Glen Cove. One of 
the sticks he stuck into his pocket, 
along with two loaded revolvers, for 
use, if necessary, in his mission at the 
Morgan home. It was not used, but 
was found when he was locked up. At 
first the police thought the dynamite 
played a minor role in his plans to 
assassinate Mr. Morgan. When they 
listened, in undisguised amazement 
to the story he told of the Washing­
ton bomb’s construction, they con­
cluded that he possessed a knowledge 
of explosives far beyond that of the 
ordinary bombmaker.

Mineola, L.I., July 4.—Detectives 
have drawn from Frank Holt, the war- 
crazed crank who shot J. P. Morgan 
on Saturday, the admission that he 
intended to seek out President Wil­
son at, Comish| N.H., after shooting 
Mr. Morgan.

Von Mackensen's Forces Swinging 
North in Daring Endeavor to 

Split the Grand Duke’s 
Armies.

London, July 4.—10.40 p.m.—-At a 
rate estimated at five miles a day, 
Gen. Von Mackensen’s forces are still 
swinging northward in Galicia and 
Poland in a colossal and daring en­
deavor to drive a wedge into the Rus­
sian centre, and dislodge the Russians 
from the Vistula River and force them 
back over the Bug, thus splitting the 
Grand Duke’s forces into two sec­
tions, with thousands of acres 
swamp and marsh land between them.

If the Austro-Germans can continue 
their progress another week, even the 
British press admits the Russians will 
have to give up Warsaw, and with it 
the whole line. In the meantime the 
Germans are massing more troops in 
the Baltic provinces, and the recent 
encounter in the Baltic seems to sug­
gest that they contemplate co-ordin­
ate naval action, hut it is possible 
that the sea operations were only a 
feint.

In southeast Galicia the Russians 
are fighting tenaciously, and have the 
advantage of a remarkable series of 
parallel rivers beyond the Gnila Lipa 
•and the Austro-German advance is 
likely to be extremely costly.

Chatham, July 4.—Mr. and Mrs. C.

Austrian ‘frontier apparently is justi­
fied bÿ the refuted ' disovery of a 
earefully-plarilied espionage system 
lev.eloped by Austrians and Germans, 
especially in the Gârdà region and 
along, the Adriatic coast, says a de­
spatch from the Italian frontier. 
Every summer many Austrians and 
Hungarians have visited ^-he towns, 
villages and fishing hamlets, finding 
lodgings iri Hotels and the homes of 
peasants. Most - of -the men amused 
.thornselves; it ' is said, by drawing, 
painting and taking "photographs; 
while the women cultivated friendly 
relations with the natives who 
their temporary neighbors. It is 
believed that many, of these visitors 
were in the secret service of the Teul 
tonic empires;

There is reason to believe also, the 
authorities declare, that large adver. 
rising signs erected along the railway 
lines, especially near important junc­
tions, really were inteiKled to provide 
directions for airships or warships by 
means of a secret code. Buoys 
ohored off the»coast are believed to 
have been designed to serve as range, 
finders for naval artillery. It is as­
serted that it was one of these 
arranged plans which enabled an 
Austrian warship at Senigallia to fire 
with such accuracy as to strike 
volving railway bridge at Ancona, 16 
miles away. A transport was passing 
when the shell struck and eight sol­
diers were killed, while several others 
were wounded.

Signals are alleged to have been 
given at Ancona by means of rockets 
fired from the decks of a German 
steamer interned in that port. Re­
ports are current that Gen. Asimari 
learned the identity of those respon­
sible for them and that they 
shot.
