THE SCOTT ICT ELECTION.
On the 17th inst. an election will be 

held in that part of the city of St. John 
formerly known as Portland for the pur­
pose of deciding whether the Canada 
Temperance Act shall continue in force 
there or be repealed. Should the latter 
contingency take place the North end 
will be brought under the license system 
which prevails in other parts of St John. 
Should the Act be sustained things will 
probably remain as they are; that is to say, 
rum will be sold all over the North end, 
at all hoars of the day and night and every 
day in the year without any restrictions 
whatever. We think it is the duty of all 
good citizens of the North end to declare 
by their votes on the 17th whether in 
their opinion the present state of affairs 
ought to continue. We observe that a 
meeting was held last evening in Temple 
hall, at which two clergymen, Rev. S. 
Welton' and Rev. B. H. Nobles, exhorted 
their hearers to vote against the repeal 
of the act. Mr. Welton is reported to 
have said that rum was sold in 175 
places in Portland, sold freely and pub­
licly, and in some cases on the Lord’s 
day. He thought, however, that if the 
temperance people organized and put 
$20,000 into a fund, this sale might be 
stopped. He thought that the free, un­
licensed sale of rum was a lesser 
evil than that its sale should be licensed, 
for he declared with great emphasis that

51 Charlotte St. S3This year promises to be the greatest 
year for immigration to the North West 
of Canada that there has ever been since 
it was first opened to settlement Al­
ready upwards of 6000 new settlers have 
entered our North West in 1890. In his 
evidence before the Agricultural and 
Colonization committee Mr. A. J. M. 
McMillan, the Manitoba government 
agent at Toronto, estimated that alto­
gether last year some 15,000 settlers went 
to the West. They took with them 887 
car loads of effects, and of this, number 
159 cars went on beyond Manitoba. 
Considerable discussion took place in the 
committee on the difference of opinion 
between the witness and Government 
statisticians as to the influx into Mani­
toba. The report of the Agricultural 
Department claims that 27,000 located in 
the province during the period named. 
On one point, however, there was sub­
stantial agreement, as the witness and 
Deputy Minister Loxte both figured out 
that 12,000 of last year’s settlers came 
from Ontario. The European immi­
grants this year entering the North West 
are likely to be numerous.
