The suspension of business by the
Robin & Leboutillier firms, who
have thieir headquarters at Jersey, but
have large concerns in  Quebec, New
Bruuswick and Noya Scotia, has caused
widespread distress, rioting and ruin
among many people. On Tuesday and
Wedunesday of lust week crowds of idle
men and women paraded the strects of
Paspebiac, Quebec, and raided the
provision stores. The raiders were
Metis, a cross race between the carly
Acadian settlers and the Micmue In-
dians. The Euglish and French-Caa-
adians were quiet, and took no active
partin the rioting. The correspendent
of the Quebec Chronicle feared tliat the
local assistance at hand was not power-

The Mo'rx-mn r'um Bill.

A New York Post Washington des-
patch says that the tariff revision bill in.
troduced by Mr. Morvison in the United
States Nenate will reduce the revenue
about §20,000,000 a year, Of this amount
probably onc-half is taken off sugar, a lit.
tle more than a quarter is taken off by
additions to the free list, and a little less
than a fourth comes from various items
scattered through the Jist, All weod and
lumber not dressed is put on the free list
with this provision: That the abolition of
duty is not to apply to any wood or lum™
ber imported from w couutry which ims
poses an export duty on those artioles,
The other addttions to the free listare
hemp, juts, jute bulty sisal and other
tibre granses, coal, salt, iron, lead, copper
and other ores, manufactured stone,
chicory and other substitutes for coffee,
curn, outs, Lay, potatoes, extract of hem=
tock and uther barks, crade glycerine,indis
4o extracts, sulphate of barytes unwmanu.
factured, crude borax, saltpetre, logwood,
and other dyewoods, ochre earths and un=
wrought ciay. Ou the various grades of
sugars there is a general reduction of 20
per cent, but the reduction does not apply
to any sugars on which an export duty is
levied, as is now the case in Cuba, On the
tiner grades of cottun woods, the duties on
which are ad .valorem, no changes are
made. The rates of duty are highest on
the cheapest grades of gouds and on cot-
ton yarns, and on the coarse votton clotha
some small reductions are made, Where
existing duties are under 5 per cent. ad
valorem they are nut touched, but the
ducy on ¢rarse eotton is reduced from 40
to 35 percent. Theduty on pig iron is
reduced from $6.72 to $6.50 per ton. The
rate on steel and iron rails is reduced from
abont 817 to 812 50. There is a slight
1eduction on bav fron atad va - some varies
ties of boiler and hook iron, while others
are not touched. The rate on structural
iron and steel is reduced from 1§ tol
cent & pound., The three highest claxses
of crockery now pay a duty of 60, 53 and
50 pervent, The new bill reduces them
to 50, 45 and 40 per eent. These grades

cover all ordinary table crockery.

A Wiator Thunderatorm at Ealifaz

A severc thunderstorm occurred at
Halifax on Monday night, 15th inst, after
the giving way over Nova Scotia of the
big thaw and freshet and on the approach
of a atorm from the New Kngland coast.
I'x formation was probably ‘due tc the fact
that for at least twenty four hours pre.
viously almost the whole eastern side of
the continent was under warm southerly
winds from the Gulf Stream, bearing its
vapors as far north as Nova Scotia, At
P'orooto it 18 not uau-ual for the *‘first
hghtumg” of the year w vecur as late as
April 1, and in 1884 it occurred on April
14, The occasional climatic etffect of the
Gulf Stream at H lifax, which is further
north than Toronto, is thus strikingly ex-
emplitied,

The phcnomenon is still more notable
because in some years, as in 1883, no
thunderstorm takes place at Halifax before
May, Ths fact is hard to reconcile with
the theory that thuaderstorms aro  due to
sudden and serious alterations of tempera-
ture, This theory is apparently negatived
by the fact that no sudden thermal change
trauspired at Halifax on Monday.
