Death of Froude the Historian.

Late despatches announce that James
Anthony Froude the 'English - historian
died at London on Saturday' morning
Iast. He wasthe youngest son of the
Iate venerable H. H. Froude, Archdeacon
of Totnes, and was born at Darlington,

was oducated at Westminster and at
Oriel College, Oxford, where he graduat-
ed in 1840. Froude, in 1842, carried off
the Chancellor’s prize for an English essay
on. “The Inflaence of the Science -of
Political Eeonomy on the Moral and
Social Welfare of the Nation,” and in the
same year ho beeame a Fellow of Exeter
College. i
- In 1844 he was ordained a deacon of
the Church of England and for some time
was connected with the high charch par-
ity and wiote ‘““The Livesof the English
Saints.” For some years afterwards
Froude devoted himself to “literary pur-
suits, and in 1856 he published the Srat
two volames of his “History of England
from the Fall of Wolsoy to the defeat of
the Spanish Armads,” which work was
continued from Sime te time, volumes 11
and 12, published in 1870, voncluding this
historical production. On March 23, 1869,
Mr. Froude was. installed Rector of the
Ugiversity of St/ Andrew’s on which oc-
casion the degree of L. L: D. was con-

Dan Isn't Dead.

ALTHOUGH HIS FUNERAL COST MANY TEARS
AND $160 1IN CcASH.

A Detroit correspondent tells the following
story:-—Daniel Saullivan, of 291 Cherry
street, familiarly known as ‘‘Boiler Dan,”
because he was completely identified with
his trade as boilermaking, disappeared from
hid home over a week ago. Last Monday
afternoon Frederick Stasser, who had a
butcher shop at the corner of Michigan
avenue and Twelfsh street, received from
Chicago by telegraph the following message :

“Daniel Sullivan dead. Notify relatives.

Wire instractions.  H. M. RovLsTtoN,”
*Undertaker.”

There could be no doubt that the sending
of this despatch to Mr. Strasser instead of
directly to the relatives was due to the
delieate consideration of some friend of
Dan’s who had formerly lived in Detroit.
In no other way could the fact be accounted
for. In addition to this the circumstances
farnished assurance that the dead body was
Dan’s.

Dan's brother Michael is by no means
wealthy, so he did not go to Chicago, but
telegraphed for information as to what he
would have to do in order to bring the body
to Detroit, and he received this reply:

“Telegraph me $71, as follows: Coffin,
$20; embalmiog, $15; box, $5; clothes, $10;

Log-Outting Hard to Beat.

Deummondville, Oantario, Oct. 18.—Some
rivalry has existed between certain sawmills
in this part of the provinceas to the largest
number of one-inch boards that could be
cut out of logs with one circular saw in one
day’s work of ten and a half hours. Mr.
Henry Bradley, sawyer for the Drummond
Lumber Company’s mill, sitnated at Forest-
dale, township of Blandford, can claim a
record hard to beat. Oa the 6th of this
month, in ten and a half hours* work, Mr.
Bradley sawed 52,815 feet of one inch boards
from logs twelve and thirteen feet lung
This with one circular saw. This figure was
not reached thl’gugh any special arrange-
ments being made, as the cut for one week
of sixty-three hours reached 229,944 feet,
and in half a day, October 8, 27,254 feet.
The sawmill at Forestdale, although only a
short time in operation, is working ad-
mirably.
