Caufleld, 
Philippine scouts, to take eight prison­
ers out into the country and that If 
they did not guide him to the camp of 
the Insurgents he was not to bring them 
back.

One of the 
men who had a son among the scouts, 
w ass pa red, but the others were separ­
ated Into parties numbering 
four respectively and while tied to­
gether were all murdered by being shot 
or bayoneted to death.

SASKATOON TRANSFORMED.
The town of Saskatoon would hardly 

be recognised by anyone who had 
men It even a fortnight ago.' More 
than half the building* are of new, 
rawly yellow lumber. Many of them 
are not yet finished, though they are 
being rushed to completion as fast 
as the limited amount of labor will 

Lumber la scarce—*o scarce 
that at time* It is impossible to obtain 
it at any price. Just now the lumber 
yards are as bare of boards Mother 
Hubbard’s cupboard was of bones. 
Nominally, rough lumber is worth $40 
per thousand, but the offer of $100 per 
thousand could not bring out a supply 
of 10,000 feet among all the dealers In 
town.

But the transformation that two 
short weeks have effected on the town 
east of the track is as nothing com­
pared with that on the western side. 
Last Tuesday night the bare prairie 
swept in undulating swells along the 
banks of the southern Saskatchewan, 
with nothing but occasional scrub or 
■lough to diversify its surface. To­
day between four and five hundred 
tents dot its rolling slopes. They range 
from the huge, five pole marquees 
ninety feet long to the diminutive little 
umbrella tent, last used, probably, by 
bathers at an English seaside resort. 
The majority of the tents are bell­
shaped, twelve feet in diameter, and 

either loaned or purchased from 
th* Canadian government. Many of 
the colonists have decorated their tents 
with ensigns, the bright colors of 
which, fluttering In the sunshine, with 
the brilliant sunshine of a territorial 
spring, and the hundreds of busy 
figures moving among the white tente, 
makes an animated scene.

A SUNDAY ROW.The Rev. Mr. Lloyd Is more the lead­
er of the Barr colony than the or­
ganiser. The people are all deeply at­
tached to him and have nothing but 
praise for him.

The Marsh road was, yesterday, the 
scene of disgraceful conduct on the part 
of a number of young men from the 
city.
